PRCPOSED RULE SECOND NOTICE.

CORRECTICN OF ORDER OF THE BCARD (by R. C. Flemal):

Several word processing errors inadvertently appeared in the
Board's Second Notice Order in this matter, as adopted on January
5, 1989. These are:

1} Failure of strxke—tn:oughs te appear in the
rhrase "not sxempt under paragcaph (a)" in
renumbered subsection 304 3C1{a};

2) Failure 0of strike-~thrcughs to appear in the
phrase "that portion of Section" in renumbered
subsection 304.301¢{a); and

33 Failure of the "{b)" to be replaced with "{a”"™} in

renumbered subsection 304.301(b), consistent with
the general renumbering of this Section.

The Board today corrects its prior Second Notice Jrder to
remove these errors. None of the corrections alter the substance
of the proposed amendment, or the Becard's Opinion in support
thereocf. Morasover, each of the corrections exactly tracks the
Second Notice recommended Crder as offered by the proponert in
this matter, the Illinois Envirommental Protection Agency.

date as required by NPDES permit, or as ordered bv the

Board under Title VIITI or Title IX of the Environmental
Protection Act.

dc) After July 1, 19881991, the exemption provided in this
sSection shall terminate.
