We are
having the hearing in the R14-6 Rulemaking titled,
National Ambient Air Quality Standards USEPA
Regulations, January 1, 2013, through June 30,
2013, July 3rd, 2013, and August 5th, 2013.

The Board adopted the proposal
for public comment on this in September 5th, 2013.
Notice of proposed amendments appeared in the
September 20th, 2013 issue of the Illinois
Register. That means that the public comment will
be ending here, if I am not mistaken, November 4th
or 5th next week.

Since we received the -- or since publication of
the September 20th notice of proposed amendments,
JCAR returned to me the text of the rules with a
few edits that they made. They all are facially
rather minor format type things.

For example, JCAR wants a
reference to Appendix G to 40 CFR 50 changed to
Appendix G of 40 CFR 50. JCAR also erroneously
repeated a line of text in the Board note appended
to Section 243.122(a) (5) that I will note later
when the Board adopts this. It will be noted in

the opinion, what they did.

And they also -- this is a
little more material -- in the Board note appended
to Table A. The -- I don't recall the exact

federal language, but the language that we have
here, I think it was purely explanatory. So it
wasn't federal language. It explains that the

corresponding federal provision includes a
