JOINT REQUEST FOR EXTENSION OF TIME PERIOD
TO APPEAL NPDES PERMIT NO. 1L0036340

NOW COMES the Petitioner, METROPOLITAN WATER RECLAMATION DISTRICT
OF GREATER CHICAGO (“Petitioner”), by and through its General Counsel, Susan Morakalis,
and the ILLINOIS ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION AGENCY (“IEPA”), by and through one
of its attorneys, Stefanie Diers, Assistant Counsel, and pursuant to Section 40(a)(1) of the Illinois
Environmental Protection Act (“Act”) (415 ILCS 5/40(a)(1)) and the Illinois Pollution Control
Board’s (“Board”) procedural rules at 35 Ill. Adm. Code 105.206 and 105.208, hereby respectfully
request that the Board grant an additional ninety (90) day extension of the thirty-five (35) day
period to file a petition to appeal NPDES Permit No. IL0036340. In support thereof, Petitioner and
IEPA state as follows:

1. On December 9, 2020, IEPA issued a final determination regarding NPDES permit
No. [L0036340 to Petitioner. See IL0036340 permit attached as Exhibit A.

2. On December 21, 2020, Petitioner was served the above final determination.

3. Pursuant to 35 Ill. Adm. Code 105.206(a), the Petitioner currently has until January
25, 2021, to file an appeal of the Agency’s final determination on this permit.

4. On January 6, 2021, Petitioner made a request to IEPA asking that the thirty-five

(35) day period to file an appeal be extended for an additional ninety (90) days to and including
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April 26, 2021.

5. The additional time requested by the parties may eliminate the need for an appeal
in this matter, or in the alternative, allow the parties to identify and limit the issues to be addressed
at any appeal hearing that may be necessary to resolve this matter.

6. IEPA has reviewed the request for a ninety (90) day extension of the appeal period
and agrees with the contents of this request.

WHEREFORE, for the above reasons, the parties respectfully request that the Board grant
a ninety (90) day extension of the thirty-five (35) day period to petition for any appeal of NPDES

Permit No. IL0036340 up to and including April 26, 2021.

Gentlemen:

Attached is the final NPDES Permit for your discharge. The Permit as issued covers discharge limitations,
monitoring, and reporting requirements. Failure to meet any portion of the Permit could result in civil
and/or criminal penalties. The Illinois Environmental Protection Agency is ready and willing to assist you
in interpreting any of the conditions of the Permit as they relate specifically to your discharge.

The Agency has completed our review of your comments dated September 13, 2019 and November 8,2019
on the Draft NPDES Permit and offers the following response:

1.

Outfall AO1 monitoring for BODs, suspended solids, total phosphorus and ammonia nitrogen is
necessary for compliance with 35 Ill. Adm. Code. Section 306.305 and Water Quality Standards
and remains in the permit. The District may determine Outfall AO1 concentration values by using
data collected from outfall BO1 and 001 and using a mass balance calculation to determine Outfall
AQ1 values without collecting additional samples.

Monitoring of Outfall 001 is required to comply with Water Quality Standards. The language for
Ammonia and Dissolved Oxygen sampling for Outfall 001, page 5 of the permit, has been revised
to the following: “concentrations for 001 shall be determined by combining data collected from
A0l and BO1 (only BO1 data from days when A01 is not discharging) for the reporting period.”

The “Potential Causes” list included in the draft permit was directly copied from the 303(d) list of
impaired waters and remains unchanged.

The AO1 sampling requirement for fecal Coliform has been revised to a daily maximum value.
Please note that AO1 sampling is required daily when discharging. This requirement will remain
until the AO1 discharges cease. Additional language was added on page 4 of the permit allowing a
statement to be added to the DMR when the A01 flow duration was too short to allow for sampling
logistics. The seasonal disinfection exception was not included in the excess flow because
monitoring for fecal coliform is necessary to verify compliance with 35 Ill. Adm. Code Section
306.305.

5. The facility can directly measure the BOD;s. The required conversion is only necessary to
determine the concentration of BODs from CBODs. Additional language has been added to
clarify this requirement.

See response #4 above. The seasonal disinfection exception was not included in the excess flow
because monitoring for fecal coliform is necessary to verify compliance with 35 Ill. Adm. Code
Section 306.305

All samples shall be taken according to Special Condition 8 of the Permit. Daily monitoring is
required when A0O1 is discharging. The facility shall calculate 85% removal of BODs and
Suspended Solids using both BO1 and A0O1 when both are discharging. However, the facility may
calculate the 85% requirement using only the BO1 data when A01 is not discharging.

The chlorine residual reporting requirement on Page 5 of the permit has been revised to a daily
maximum value as requested.

All samples shall be taken according to Special Condition 8 of the Permit. Outfall 001 reporting is
required all the time. Samples of discharges through Outfall BO1 taken on days when Outfall A01
does not discharge must be reported on the DMR for both Outfalls BO1 and 001.

The seasonal fecal disinfectibn exception is applicable only to Outfall BO1. Therefore, Special
Condition 9 of the permit remains unchanged.

The MWRDGC Permits will be issued with different effective dates and, therefore, the
biomonitoring submittal dates will also be staggered.

The updated sludge language has been included in all permits that are currently issuéd and reissued,
however the language “in any jurisdiction in which sewage sludge is actually used or disposed” has
been removed from the permit.

Illinois Pollution Control Board (IPCB) specified two methods for analysis of available cyanide.
35 Ill. Adm. Code. Section 302.208 (e) identifies the following USEPA approved methods,
incorporated by reference at 35 Ill. Adm. Code 301.106: Method OIA-1677, DW: Available
Cyanide by Flow Injection, Ligand Exchange, and Amperometry, January 2004, Document
Number EPA-821-R-04-001 or Cyanide Amenable to Chlorination, Standard Methods 4500-CN-G
(40 CFR 136.3)"CFR 136.3). An IPCB action would be necessary to allow methods not included
in 302.208(e). The requested one-year compliance schedule has been included.

The schedule was negotiated with DuPage River Salt Creek Workgroup. Therefore, the schedule
for implementing all practical measures remains thirty-six (36) months after the effective date of
this permit.

Special Condition 20 has been revised to include a twelve (12) months submittal due date as
requested.

The total organic carbon (TOC) reporting option has been included on Page 3 of the permit.

In addition, alkalinity sample type (page 2) has been revised to require a grab sample per Standard Methods
for the Examination of Water and Wastewater (23" Edition), Table 1060:1, alkalinity shall be collected as a
grab sample.

Pursuant to the Final NPDES Electronic Reporting Rule, all permittees must report DMRs electronically
unless a waiver has been granted by the Agency. The Agency utilizes NetDMR, a web based application,
which allows the submittal of electronic Discharge Monitoring Reports instead of paper Discharge
Monitoring Reports (DMRs). More information regarding NetDMR can be found on the Agency website,
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https:Www2.illinois.gov/epa/topics/water—quality/surface-water/netdmr/pages/quick-answer-guide.asnx. If
your facility has received a waiver from the NetDMR program, a supply of preprinted paper DMR Forms
will be sent to your facility. Additional information and instructions will accompany the preprinted
DMRs. Please see the attachment regarding the electronic reporting rule.

The attached Permit is effective as of the date indicated on the first page of the Permit. Until the effective
date of any re-issued Permit, the limitations and conditions of the previously-issued Permit remain in full
effect. You have the right to appeal any condition of the Permit to the Illinois Pollution Control Board
within a 35-day period following the issuance date.

Flow (MGD) shall be reported on the Discharge Monitoring Report (DMR) as monthly average and daily maximum.

BODs and Suspended Solids shall be reported on the DMR as a monthly average concentration.

Total Phosphorus and Total Nitrogen shall be reported on the DMR as a maximum value.

Special Conditions

SPECIAL CONDITION 1. This Permit may be modified to include different final effluent limitations or requirements which are consistent
with applicable laws and regulations. The IEPA will public notice the permit modification.

SPECIAL CONDITION 2. The use or operation of this facility shall be by or under the supervision of a Certified Class 1 operator.

SPECIAL CONDITION 3. The IEPA may request in writing submittal of operational information in a specified form and at a required
frequency at any time during the effective period of this Permit.

SPECIAL CONDITION 4. The IEPA may request more frequent monitoring by permit modification pursuant to 40 CFR § 122.63 and
Without Public Notice.

SPECIAL CONDITION 5. The effluent, alone or in combination with other sources, shall not cause a violation of any applicable water
quality standard outlined in 35 lll. Adm. Code 302.

SPECIAL CONDITION 6. The Permittee shall record monitoring results on Discharge Monitoring Report (DMR) electronic forms using
one such form for each outfall each month.

In the event that an outfall does not discharge during a monthly reporting period, the DMR Form shall be submitted with no discharge
indicated.

The Permittee is required to submit electronic DMRs (NetDMRs) instead of mailing paper DMRs to the IEPA unless a waiver has been
granted by the Agency. More information, including registration information for the NetDMR program, can be obtained on the IEPA
website, https:www2.illinois.gov/epa/topics/water-quality/surface-water/netdmr/pages/quick-answer-guide.aspx.

The completed Discharge Monitoring Report forms shall be submitted to IEPA no later than the 25" day of the following month, unless
otherwise specified by the permitting authority.

SPECIAL CONDITION 7. The provisions of 40 CFR Section 122.41(m) & (n) are incorporated herein by reference.

SPECIAL CONDITION 8. Samples taken in compliance with the effluent monitoring requirements shall be taken:

A. For Outfall Number BO1:  Samples for all effluent limitations and monitoring parameters applicable to Outfall BO1 shall be taken
at a point representative of the flows from Outfall BO1 but prior to entry into the receiving stream. On days when there are
discharges from Qutfall AO1, samples for all effluent limitations and monitoring parameters applicable to Outfall BO1 shall be
representative of discharges from BO1 and shall be taken at a point prior to admixture with discharges from Outfall AO1.

B. For Outfall Number AG1:  Samples for all effluent limitations and monitoring parameters applicable to Outfall AO1 shall be taken
at a point representative of the discharge from Outfall AO1 and shall be taken at a point prior to admixture with discharges from
Outfall BO1.

C. For Outfall Number 001: Samples for all effluent limitations and monitoring parameters applicable to Outfall 001 shall be taken

at a point representative of the discharge from Outfall 001 but prior to entry into the receiving stream and shall include all flow
from Outfalls AO1 and BO1. On days when there are no discharges through Outfall AO1, samples for discharges through Qutfall
001 can be taken at the location of sampling for Outfall BO1. Samples of discharges through Outfall BO1 taken on days when
Outfall AO1 does not discharge must be reported on the DMR for both Qutfalls BO1 and 001. When there are discharges from
Outfall A01, samples for all effluent limitations and monitoring parameters applicable to Outfalt 001 shall be representative of the
discharge from Qutfall 001 and shall be taken at a point after flows from Outfalls AO1 and BO1 are mixed.

SPECIAL CONDITION 9. Fecal Coliform limits for Discharge Number BO1 are effective May thru October. Sampling of Fecal Coliform
is only required during this time period.

The total residual chlorine limit is applicable at all times. If the Permittee is chlorinating for any purpose during the months of November
through April, sampling is required on a daily grab basis. Sampling frequency for the months of May through October shall be as
indicated on effluent limitations, monitoring and reporting page of this Permit.
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SPECIAL CONDITION 10.

Consistent with permit modification procedures in 40 CFR 122.62 and 63, this Permit may be modified to include requirements for the
Permittee on a continuing basis to evaluate and detail its efforts to effectively control sources of infiltration and inflow into the sewer
system and fo submit reports to the IEPA if necessary.

SPECIAL CONDITION 11. The Permittee shall conduct biomonitoring of the effluent from Discharge Number(s) BO1.

Biomonitoring

A. Acute Toxicity - Standard definitive acute toxicity tests shall be run on at least two trophic levels of aquatic species (fish, invertebrate)
representative of the aquatic community of the receiving stream. Testing must be consistent with Methods for Measuring the Acute
Toxicity of Effluents and Receiving Waters to Freshwater and Marine Organisms (Fifth Ed.) EPA/821-R-02-012. Unless substitute
tests are pre-approved; the following tests are required:

1. Fish 96-hour static LCso Bioassay using fathead minnows (Pimephales promelas).
2. Invertebrate 48-hour static LCso Bioassay using Ceriodaphnia.

B. Testing Frequency - The above tests shail be conducted using 24-hour composite samples unless otherwise authorized by the IEPA.
Sample collection and testing must be conducted in the 18", 151, 121" and 9" month prior to the expiration date of this Permit.
When possible, bioassay sample collection should coincide with sample collection for metals analysis or other parameters that may
contribute to effluent toxicity.

C. Reporting - Results shall be reported according to EPA/821-R-02-012, Section 12, Report Preparation, and shall be mailed to IEPA,
Bureau of Water, Compliance Assurance Section or emailed to EPA.PrmtSpecCondtns@illinois.gov within one week of receipt from
the laboratory. Reports are due to the IEPA no later than the 16%, 13", 10, and 7! month prior to the expiration date of this Permit.

D. Toxicity — Should a bicassay result in toxicity to >20% of organisms tested in the 100% effluent treatment, the IEPA may require, upon
notification, six (6) additional rounds of monthly testing on the affected organism(s) to be initiated within 30 days of the toxic bioassay.
Results shall be submitted to [EPA within one (1) week of becoming available to the Permittee. Should any of the additional
bicassays result in toxicity to 250% of organisms tested in the 100% effluent treatments, the Permittee must contact the IEPA within
one (1) day of the results becoming available to the Permittee and begin the toxicity identification and reduction evaluation process as
outlined below.

E. Toxicity Identification and Reduction Evaluation - Should any of the additional bioassays result in toxicity to 250% of organisms tested
in the 100% effluent treatment, the Permittee must contact the IEPA within one (1) day of the results becoming available to the
Permittee and begin the toxicity identification evaluation process in accordance with Methods for Aquatic Toxicity Identification
Evaluations, EPA/600/6-91/003. The IEPA may also require, upon notification, that the Permittee prepare a plan for toxicity
reduction evaluation to be developed in accordance with Toxicity Reduction Evaluation Guidance for Municipal Wastewater
Treatment Plants, EPA/833B-99/002, which shall include an evaluation to determine which chemicals have a potential for being
discharged in the plant wastewater, a monitoring program to determine their presence or absence and to identify other compounds
which are not being removed by treatment, and other measures as appropriate. The Permittee shall submit to the IEPA its plan for
toxicity reduction evaluation within ninety (90) days following notification by the IEPA. The Permittee shall implement the plan within
ninety (90) days or other such date as contained in a notification letter received from the IEPA.

The IEPA may modify this Permit during its term to incorporate additional requirements or limitations based on the results of the
biomonitoring. In addition, after review of the monitoring results, the IEPA may modify this Permit to include numerical limitations for
specific toxic pollutants. Modifications under this condition shall follow public notice and opportunity for hearing.

SPECIAL CONDITION 12. For the duration of this Permit, the Permitiee shall determine the quantity of sludge produced by the
treatment facility in dry tons or gallons with average percent total solids analysis. The Permittee shall maintain adequate records of the
quantities of sludge produced and have said records available for U.S. EPA and IEPA inspection. The Permittee shall submit to the
IEPA, at a minimum, a semi-annual summary report of the quantities of sludge generated and disposed of, in units of dry tons or gallons
(average total percent solids) by different disposal methods including but not limited to application on farmiand, application on reclamation
land, landfilling, public distribution, dedicated land disposal, sod farms, storage lagoons or any other specified disposal method. Said
reports shall be submitted to the IEPA by January 31 and July 31 of each year reporting the preceding January thru June and July thru
December interval of sludge disposal operations.

Duty to Mitigate. The Permittee shall take all reasonable steps to minimize any sludge use or disposal in violation of this Permit.

Sludge monitoring must be conducted according to test procedures approved under 40 CFR 136 unless otherwise specified in 40 CFR
503, unless other test procedures have been specified in this Permit.
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Planned Changes. The Permittee shall give notice to the IEPA on the semi-annual report of any changes in sludge use and disposal.

The Permittee shall retain records of all sludge monitoring, and reports required by the Sludge Permit as referenced in Standard Condition
25 for a period of at least five (5) years from the date of this Permit.

If the Permittee monitors any pollutant more frequently than required by this permit or the Sludge Permit, the results of this monitoring shall
be included in the reporting of data submitted to the IEPA.

The Permittee shall comply with existing federal regulations governing sewage sludge use or disposal and shall comply with all existing
applicable regulations.

The Permittee shall comply with standards for sewage sludge use or disposal established under section 405(d) of the CWA within the time
provided in the regulations that establish the standards for sewage sludge use or disposal even if the permit has not been modified to
incorporate the requirement.

The Permittee shall ensure that the applicable requirements in 40 CFR Part 503 are met when the sewage sludge is applied to the land,
placed on a surface disposal site, or fired in a sewage sludge incinerator.

SPECIAL CONDITION 13. This Permit may be modified to include alternative or additional final effluent limitations pursuant to an
approved Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) Study, an approved Nutrient Implementation Plan, or an approved trading program.

SPECIAL CONDITION 14. The Permittee shall work towards the goals of achieving no discharges from sanitary sewer overflows or
basement back-ups and ensuring that overflows or back-ups, when they do occur do not cause or contribute to violations of applicable
standards or cause impairment in any adjacent receiving water. Overflows from sanitary sewers are expressly prohibited by this permit
and by 35 lll. Adm. Code 306.304. As part of the process to ultimately achieve compliance through the elimination of and mitigating the
adverse impacts of any such overflows if they do occur, the Permittee shall (A) identify and report to IEPA all SSOs that do occur, and (B)
update the existing Capacity, Management, Operations, and Maintenance (CMOM) plan at least annually and maintain it at the facility for
review during Agency Field Operations Section inspections. The Permittee shall submit copies of the CMOM to the IEPA upon written
request. The Permittee shall modify the Plan to incorporate any comments that it receives from IEPA and shall implement the modified
plan as soon as possible. The Permittee should work as appropriate, in consultation with affected authorities at the local, county, and/or
state level to develop the plan components involving third party notification of overflow events. The Permittee may be required to
construct additional sewage transport and/or treatment facilities in future permits or other enforceable documents should the implemented
CMOM plan indicate that the Permittee’s facilities are not capable of conveying and treating the flow for which they are designed.

The CMOM plan shall include the following elements:
A. Measures and Activities:

1. A complete map and system inventory for the collection system owned and operated by the Permittes;

2. Organizational structure; budgeting; training of personnel; lega! authorities; schedules for maintenance, sewer system cleaning,
and preventative rehabilitation; checklists, and mechanisms to ensure that preventative maintenance is performed on equipment
owned and operated by the Permittee;

3.Documentation of unplanned maintenance;

4. An assessment of the capacity of the collection and treatment system owned and operated by the Permittee at critical junctions
and immediately upstream of locations where overflows and backups occur or are likely to occur; use flow monitoring and/or
sewer hydraulic modeling, as necessary;

5. ldentification and prioritization of structural deficiencies in the system owned and operated by the Permittee. Include preventative
maintenance programs to prevent and/or eliminate collection system blockages from roots or grease, and prevent corrosion or
negative effects of hydrogen sulfide which may be generated within collection system;

6. Operational control, including documented system control procedures, scheduled inspections and testing, list of scheduled
frequency of cleaning (and televising as necessary) of sewers;

7. The Permittee shall develop and implement an Asset Management strategy to ensure the long-term sustainability of the
collection system. Asset Management shall be used to assist the Permittee in making decisions on when it is most appropriate
to repair, replace or rehabilitate particular assets and develop long-term funding strategies; and
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8. Asset Management shall include but is not limited to the following elements:
Asset Inventory and State of the Asset;

Level of Service;

Critical Asset Identification;

Life Cycle Cost; and

Long-Term Funding Strategy.

B. Design and Performance Provisions:

1. Monitor the effectiveness of CMOM;
2. Upgrade the elements of the CMOM plan as necessary; and
3. Maintain a summary of CMOM activities.

C. Overflow Response Plan:

1. Know where overflows and back-ups within the facilities owned and operated by the Permittee occur;

2. Respond to each overflow or back-up to determine additional actions such as clean up; and

3. Locations where basement back-ups and/or sanitary sewer overflows occur shall be evaluated as soon as practicable for
excessive inflow/infiltration, obstructions or other causes of overflows or back-ups as set forth in the System Evaluation Plan.

4. Identify the root cause of the overflow or basement backup, and document to files;

5. lIdentify actions or remediation efforts to reduce risk of reoccurrence of these overflows or basement backups in the future, and
document to files.

D. System Evaluation Plan:

Summary of existing SSO and Excessive |/l areas in the system and sources of contribution;
Evaluate plans to reduce |/l and eliminate SSOs;

Evaluate the effectiveness and performance in efforts to reduce excessive I/l in the collection system:
Special provisions for Pump Stations and force mains and other unique system components; and
Construction plans and schedules for correction.

E. Reporting and Monitoring Requirements:

1. Program for SSO detection and reporting; and
2. Program for tracking and reporting basement back-ups, including general public complaints.

F. Third Party Notice Plan:

1. Describes how, under various overflow scenarios, the public, as well as other entities, would be notified of overflows within the
Permittee’s system that may endanger public health, safety or welfare;

2. lIdentifies overflows within the Permittee’s system that would be reported, giving consideration to various types of events
including events with potential widespread impacts;

3. ldentifies who shall receive the notification;

4. ldentifies the specific information that would be reported including actions that will be taken to respond to the overflow;

5. Includes a description of the lines of communication; and

6. Includes the identities and contact information of responsible POTW officials and local, county, and/or state level officials.

SPECIAL CONDITION 15. The Permittee has undergone a Monitoring Reduction review and the influent and effluent sample frequency
has been reduced for parameters due to sustained compliance. The IEPA may require that the influent and effluent sampling frequency
for these parameters be increased without Public Notice. This provision does not limit EPA's authority to require additional monitoring,
information or studies pursuant to Section 308 of the CWA.

SPECIAL CONDITION 16. Discharge Number 002 is an emergency high level outfall. Discharges from this outfall are prohibited.
Permittee shall maintain continuous electronic monitors capable of detecting all discharges from each prohibited discharge outfall or shall
inspect each prohibited discharge outfall listed above within 24 hours of receiving 0.25 inches of precipitation or greater within a 24-hour
period as recorded at the nearest National Weather Service Reporting Station. Permittee shall utilize chalk or block devices or other
discharge confirming devices approved by the Agency to enhance visual monitoring. These prohibited discharges, if they occur, are
subject to conditions 1-5 listed below.
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Definitions

“Severe property damage” means substantial physical damage to property, damage to the treatment facilities which causes
them to become inoperable, or substantial and permanent loss of natural resources which can reasonably be expected to occur
in the absence of a discharge. Severe property damage does not mean economic loss caused by delays in production.

Notice

(i) Anticipated discharge. If the Permittee knows in advance of the need for a prohibited discharge from Discharge
Number 002, it shall submit prior notice, if possible at least ten days before the date of the discharge.

(i) Unanticipated discharge. The Permittee shall submit notice of an unanticipated discharge as required in Standard

Condition 12(f) of this Permit (24-hour notice).

Limitation on IEPA enforcement discretion. The IEPA may take enforcement action against a Permittee for prohibited
discharges from Discharge Number 002 unless:

(i) Discharge was unavoidable to prevent loss of life, personal injury, or severe property damage;

(ii) There was no feasible alternative to the discharge, such as the use of auxiliary treatment facilities, retention of
untreated wastes, or maintenance during normal periods of equipment downtime. This condition is not satisfied if
adequate back-up equipment should have been installed in the exercise of reasonable engineering judgment to prevent
a discharge which occurred during normal periods of equipment downtime or preventive maintenance; and

iii) The Permittee submitted notices as required under Standard Condition 12(f) of this Permit.

Emergency discharges shall be monitored daily by grab sample for BODs, Suspended Solids and Fecal Coliform. The
Permittee shall submit the monitoring results on Discharge Monitoring Report forms using one such form for each month in which
discharging occurs. The Permittee shall specify the number of discharges per month that occur and shall report this number in
the quantity daily maximum column. The Permittee shall report the highest concentration value of BODs, Suspended Solids and
Fecal Coliform discharged in the concentration daily maximum column.

The above limitations on enforcement discretion apply only with respect to IEPA. They do not serve as a limitation on the ability
of any other governmental agency or person to bring an enforcement action in accordance with the Federal Clean Water Act.

SPECIAL CONDITION 17. During January of each year the Permittee shall submit annual fiscal data regarding sewerage system

operations to the lllinois Environmental Protection Agency/Division of Water Pollution Control/Compliance Assurance Section. The
Permittee may use any fiscal year period provided the period ends within twelve (12) months of the submission date.

Submission shall be on forms provided by IEPA titled "Fiscal Report Form For NPDES Permittees”.

SPECIAL CONDITION 18.

A. Publicly Owned Treatment Works (POTW) Pretreatment Program General Provisions

1.

The Permittee shall implement and enforce its approved Pretreatment Program which was approved on November 18, 1985 and
all approved subsequent modifications thereto. The Permittee shall maintain legal authority adequate to fully implement the
Pretreatment Program in compliance with Federal (40 CFR 403), State, and local laws and regulations. All definitions in this
section unless specifically otherwise defined in this section, are those definitions listed in 40 CFR 403.3. USEPA Region 5 is the
Approval Authority for the administration of pretreatment programs in lllinois. The Permittee shall:

a. Develop and implement procedures to ensure compliance with the requirements of a pretreatment program as specified in
40 CFR 403.8 () (2).

b. Carry out independent inspection and monitoring procedures at least once per year, which will determine whether each
significant industrial user (SIU) is in compliance with applicable pretreatment standards;

c. Evaluate whether each SIU needs a slug control plan or other action to control slug discharges. If needed, the SIU slug
control plan shall include the items specified in 40 CFR 403.8(f)(2)(vi). For |Us identified as significant prior to November
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14, 2005, this evaluation must have been conducted at least once by October 14, 2006; additional S1Us must be evaluated
within 1 year of being designated an SIU;

d. Update its inventory of Industrial Users (IUs) at least annually and as needed to ensure that all S1Us are properly identified,
characterized, and categorized;

e. Receive and review self-monitoring and other [U reports to determine compliance with all pretreatment standards and
requirements, and obtain appropriate remedies for noncompliance by any |U with any pretreatment standard and/or
requirement;

f.  Investigate instances of noncompliance, collect and analyze samples, and compile other information with sufficient care as
to produce evidence admissible in enforcement proceedings, including judicial action;

g. Require development, as necessary, of compliance schedules by each industrial user to meet applicable pretreatment
standards; and,

h. Maintain an adequate revenue structure and staffing level for continued operation of the Pretreatment Program.

2. The Permittee shall issue/reissue permits or equivalent control mechanisms to all SIUs prior to expiration of existing permits or
prior to commencement of discharge in the case of new discharges. The permits at a minimum shall include the elements listed
in 40 CFR § 403.8(f)(1)(iii}B).

3. The Permittee shall develop, maintain, and enforce, as necessary, local limits to implement the general and specific prohibitions
in 40 CFR § 403.5 which prohibit the introduction of any pollutants which cause pass through or interference and the introduction
of specific pollutants to the waste treatment system from any source of nondomestic discharge.

4. In addition to the general limitations expressed in Paragraph 3 above, applicable pretreatment standards must be met by all
industrial users of the POTW. These limitations include specific standards for certain industrial categories as determined by
Section 307(b) and (c) of the Clean Water Act, State limits, or local limits, whichever are more stringent.

5. The USEPA and IEPA individually retain the right to take legal action against any industrial user and/or the POTW for those
cases where an industrial user has failed to meet an applicable pretreatment standard by the deadline date regardless of
whether or not such failure has resulted in a permit violation.

6. The Permittee shall establish agreements with all contributing jurisdictions, as necessary, to enable it to fulfill its requirements
with respect to all IUs discharging to its system.

7. Unless already completed, the Permittee shall within six (6) months of the effective date of this Permit submit to USEPA and
IEPA a proposal to modify and update its approved Pretreatment Program to incorporate Federal revisions to the general
pretreatment regulations. The proposal shall include all changes to the approved program and the sewer use ordinance which
are necessary to incorporate the revisions of the Pretreatment Streamlining Rule (which became effective on November 14,
2005), which are considered required changes, as described in the Pretreatment Streamlining Rule Fact Sheet 2.0: Required
changes, available at: https://www.epa.gov/npdes/npdes-pretreatment-streamlining-rule-fact-sheets. =~ This includes any
necessary revisions to the Permittee’s Enforcement Response Plan (ERP).

a. The permittee will review and modify, as appropriate, its existing industrial pretreatment program to minimize combined
sewer overflow impacts related to discharges to the collection system from non-domestic users. This review shall include:
(1) An inventory of nondomestic discharges to the combined sewers system, focusing on those discharges with the greatest
potential to impact CSOs (2) Assessment of the impact of these discharges on CSOs, and (3) Evaluation of feasible
modifications to the pretreatment program to minimize CSO impacts, including the prohibition of batch discharges during
wet weather events.

b. The Permittee shall maintain all current pollution prevention (P2) activities with the lllinois Waste Management and
Research Center (WMRCY)/ University of lllinois Sustainable Technology Center (ISTC). Reports on pollution prevention
activities shall be included in the annual pretreatment report submitted to the Agency.

8. Atechnical re-evaluation dated December 29, 2014 and an amended version dated August 31, 2017 were reviewed by U.S. EPA
and approved on August 31, 2017. The technical re-evaluation of its local limitations must be consistent with U.S. EPA’s Local
Limits Development Guidance (July 2004). Submit any proposed revisions to its local limits to IEPA and U.S. EPA Region 5 for
review and approval. U.S. EPA Region 5 will request Permittee to submit the evaluation and any proposed revisions to its local
limits on the spreadsheet “Region 5 Pretreatment Limit Spreadsheet lllinois/Indiana” found at
www.epa.gov/npdes-permits/illinois-npdes-permits. To demonstrate technical justification for new local industrial user limits or
justification for retaining existing limits, the following information must be submitted to U.S. EPA:
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a. Total plant flow
b. Domestic/commercial pollutant contributions for pollutants of concern
¢. Industrial pollutant contributions and flows
d. Current POTW pollutant loadings, including loadings of conventional pollutants
e. Actual treatment plant removal efficiencies, as a decimal (primary, secondary, across the wastewater treatment plant)
f.  Safety factor to be applied
g. ldentification of applicable criteria:
i.  NPDES permit conditions
*Specific NPDES effluent limitations
*Water-quality criteria
*Whole effluent toxicity requirements

The Permittee’s Pretreatment Program has been modified to incorporate a Pretreatment Program Amendment approved on
February 6, 1995, July 24, 1997, and September 27, 2005. The amendment became effective on the date of approval and is a
fully enforceable provision of your Pretreatment Program. Modifications of your Pretreatment Program shall be submitted in
accordance with 40 CFR § 403.18, which established conditions for substantial and non-substantial modifications. All requests
should be sent in electronic format to rinpdes@epa.gov, Attention: NPDES Program Branch.

B. Reporting and Records Requirements

1.

The Permittee shall provide an annual report briefly describing the permittee’s pretreatment program activities over the previous
calendar year. Permittees who operate multiple plants may provide a single report providing all plant-specific reporting
requirements are met. Such report shall be submitted no later than June 30 of each year to USEPA, Region 5, 77 West Jackson
Blvd., Chicago, lllinois 60604, Attention: Water Enforcement & Compliance Assurance Branch, and shall be in the format set
forth in IEPA’s POTW Pretreatment Report Package which contains information regarding:

a. An updated listing of the Permittee’s significant industrial users, indicating additions and deletions from the previous year,
along with brief explanations for deletions. The list shall specify which categorical Pretreatment standards, if any, are
applicable to each Industrial User.

b. Adescriptive summary of the compliance activities including numbers of any major enforcement actions, (i.e., administrative
orders, penalties, civil actions, etc.), and the outcome of those actions. This includes an assessment of the compliance
status of the Permittee's industrial users and the effectiveness of the Permittee’s Pretreatment Program in meeting its needs
and objectives.

c. A description of all substantive changes made to the Permittee’s Pretreatment Program. Changes which are “substantial
modifications” as described in 40 CFR § 403.18(c) must receive prior approval from the USEPA.

d. Results of sampling and analysis of POTW influent, effluent, and sludge.
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e. Asummary of the findings from the priority pollutants sampling. As sufficient data becomes availabie the IEPA may modify
this Permit to incorporate additional requirements relating to the evaluation, establishment, and enforcement of local limits
for organic pollutants. Any permit modification is subject to formal due process procedures pursuant to State and Federal
law and regulation. Upon a determination that an organic pollutant is present that causes interference or pass through, the
Permittee shall establish local limits as required by 40 CFR § 403.5(c).

The Permittee shall maintain all pretreatment data and records for a minimum of three (3) years. This period shall be extended
during the course of unresolved litigation or when requested by the IEPA or the Regional Administrator of USEPA. Records
shall be available to USEPA and the IEPA upon request.

The Permittee shall establish public participation requirements of 40 CFR 25 in implementation of its Pretreatment Program.
The Permittee shall at least annually, publish the names of all IU's which were in significant noncompliance (SNC), as defined by
40 CFR § 403.8(f)(2)(viii), in a newspaper of general circulation that provides meaningful public notice within the jurisdictions
served by the Permittee or based on any more restrictive definition of SNC that the POTW may be using.

The Permittee shall provide written notification to the USEPA, Region 5, 77 West Jackson Blvd., Chicago, lllinois 60604,
Attention: NPDES Programs Branch and to the Deputy Counsel for the Division of Water Pollution Control, IEPA, 1021 North
Grand Avenue East, P.O. Box 19276, Springfield, lllinois 62794-9276 within five (5) days of receiving notice that any Industrial
User of its sewage treatment plant is appealing to the Circuit Court any condition imposed by the Permittee in any permit issued
to the Industrial User by Permittee. A copy of the Industrial User's appeal and all other pleadings filed by all parties shall be
mailed to the Deputy Counsel within five (5) days of the pleadings being filed in Circuit Court.

The Permittee shall monitor its influent, effluent and sludge and report concentrations of the following parameters on Discharge
Monitoring Report (DMR) electronic forms, unless otherwise specified by the IEPA, and include them in its annual report.

The USEPA Method OIA-1677 or Standard Method SM 4500-CN G will be effective one (1) year after the effective date of this
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permit. This will provide time to purchase equipment and implement operating procedures.
The minimum reporting limit for each parameter is specified by [llinois EPA as the regulatory authority.

The minimum reporting limit for each parameter shall be greater than or equal to the lowest calibration standard and within the
acceptable calibration range of the instrument.

The minimum reporting limit is the value below which data are to be reported as non-detects.

The statistically-derived laboratory method detection limit for each parameter shall be less than the minimum reporting limit
required for that parameter.

All sample containers, chemical and thermal preservation, holding times, analyses, method detection limit determinations and
quality assurance/quality control requirements shall be in accordance with 40 CFR Part 136.

2. The Permittee shall conduct an analysis for the one hundred and ten (110) organic priority pollutants identified in 40 CFR 122
Appendix D, Table |l as amended. This monitoring shall be done annually and reported on monitoring report forms provided by
the IEPA and shall consist of the following:

a. The influent and effluent shall be sampled and analyzed for the one hundred and ten (1 10) organic priority pollutants. The
sampling shall be done during a day when industrial discharges are expected to be occurring at normal to maximum levels.

Samples for the analysis of acid and base/neutral extractable compounds, pesticides, and polychlorinated biphenyls shall
be 24-hour composites.

Six (6) grab samples shall be collected each monitoring day to be analyzed for volatile organic compounds. A single
analysis for volatile pollutants (Method 624) may be run for each monitoring day by compositing equal volumes of each grab
sample in the laboratory right before the analysis and loading the composite sample vial in the automated purge and trap
system.

Wastewater samples must be handled, prepared, and analyzed by gas chromatograph/electron capture detector in
accordance with USEPA Method 608.3 and by GC/MS in accordance with USEPA Methods 624.1 and 625.1 of 40 CFR 136
as amended.

b. The sludge shall be sampled and analyzed for the one hundred and ten (110) organic priority pollutants. A sludge sample
shall be collected concurrent with a wastewater sample and taken as final sludge.

Sampling and analysis shall conform to USEPA Methods 608.3, 624.1, and 625.1 unless an alternate method has been
approved by IEPA.

c. Sample collection, preservation and storage shall conform to approved USEPA procedures and requirements.

3. In addition, the Permittee shall monitor any new toxic substances as defined by the Clean Water Act, as amended, following
notification by the IEPA or USEPA.

4. Permittee shall report any noncompliance with effluent or water quality standards in accordance with Standard Condition 12(f) of
this Permit.

5. Analytical detection limits shall be in accordance with 40 CFR 136. Minimum detection limits for sludge analyses shall be in
accordance with 40 CFR 503.

D. Pretreatment Reporting

USEPA Region 5 is the Approval Authority for administering the pretreatment program in illinois. All requests for modification of
pretreatment program elements should be submitted in redline/strikeout format and must be sent to USEPA at ronpdes@epa.gov.

Permittee shall upon notice from USEPA, modify any pretreatment program element found to be inconsistent with 40 CFR 403.

E. The Permittee shall report names of all significant contributing industries annually to both IEPA and USEPA. The report shall include
the flow and the Standard Industrial Classification and/or North American Industrial Classification for each major contributing industry
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and be submitted with the annual report required in Special Condition 8. The Permittee shall furnish industrial waste data for any
specific industrial group that IEPA or USEPA requests, where such requests are reasonable in scope. Otherwise, at the request of
IEPA or USEPA the Permittee shall provide access to files and guidance to IEPA or USEPA personnel for reviewing data related to
industrial users.

F. To the extent different requirements are imposed by the Permittee’s approved pretreatment program and this Permit, the stricter
requirements shall be applicable.

SPECIAL CONDITION 19.

1. The Permittee shall participate in the DuPage River Salt Creek Workgroup (DRSCW). The Permittee shall work with other
watershed members of the DRSCW to determine the most cost effective means to remove dissolved oxygen (DO) and offensive
condition impairments in the DRSCW watersheds.

2. The Permittee shall ensure that the following projects and activities set out in the DRSCW Implementation Plan (April 16, 2015), are
completed (either by the permittee or through the DRSCW) by the schedule dates set forth below; and that the short term objectives
are achieved for each by the time frames identified below:

3. The Permittee shall participate in implementation of a watershed Chloride Reduction Program, either directly or through the
DRSCW. The program shall work to decrease DRSCW watershed public agency chloride application rates used for winter road
safety, with the objective of decreasing watershed chloride loading. The Permittee shall submit an annual report on the annual
implementation of the program identifying the practices deployed, chloride application rates, estimated reductions achieved, analyses
of watershed chloride loads, precipitation, air temperature conditions and relative performance compared to a baseline condition.
The report shall be provided to the Agency by March 31 of each year reflecting the Chloride Abatement Program performance for
the preceding year (example: 2015-16 winter season report shall be submitted no later than March 31, 2017). The Permittee may
work cooperatively with the DRSCW to prepare a single annual progress report that is common among DRSCW permittees.

4. The Permittee shall submit an annual progress report on the projects listed in the table of paragraph 2 above to the Agency by March
31 of each year. The report shall include project implementation progress. The Permittee may work cooperatively with the DRSCW
to prepare a single annual progress report that is common among DRSCW permittees.

5. The Permittee shall develop a written Phosphorus Discharge Optimization Plan. In developing the plan, the Permittee shall
evaluate a range of measures for reducing phosphorus discharges from the treatment plant, including possible source reduction
measures, operational improvements, and minor low cost facility modifications that will optimize reductions in phosphorus
discharges from the wastewater freatment facility. The permittee’s evaluation shall include, but not necessarily be limited to, an
evaluation of the following optimization measures:

a. WWTF influent reduction measures.

i.  Evaluate the phosphorus reduction potential of users.
ii. Determine which sources have the greatest opportunity for reducing phosphorus (e.g., industrial,
commercial, institutional, municipal, and others).
1. Determine whether known sources (e.g., restaurant and food preparation) can adopt phosphorus
minimization and water conservation plans.
2. Evaluate implementation of local limits on influent sources of excessive phosphorus.
b. WWTF effluent reduction measures.
i Reduce phosphorus discharges by optimizing existing treatment processes without causing non-compliance with
permit effluent limitations or adversely impacting stream health.

1. Adjust the solids retention time for biological phosphorus removal.
2. Adjust aeration rates to reduce DO and promote biological phosphorus removal.
3.  Change aeration settings in plug flow basins by turning off air or mixers at the inlet side of the basin

system.
4. Minimize impact on recycle streams by improving aeration within holding tanks.
5.  Adjust flow through existing basins to enhance biological nutrient removal.
6. Increase volatile fatty acids for biological phosphorus removal.

6. Within 24 months of the effective date of this permit, the Permittee shall finalize the written Phosphorus Discharge Optimization
Evaluation Plan and submit it to IEPA. The plan shall include a schedule for implementing all of the evaluated optimization
measures that can practically be implemented and include a report that explains the basis for rejecting any measure that was
deemed impractical. The schedule for implementing all practical measures shall be no longer than 36 months after the effective
date of this permit. The Permittee shall implement the measures set forth in the Phosphorus Discharge Optimization Plan in
accordance with the schedule set forth in that Plan. The Permittee shall modify the Plan to address any comments that it receives
from IEPA and shall implement the modified plan in accordance with the schedule therein.

Annual progress reports on the optimization of the existing treatment facilities shall be submitted to the Agency by March 31 of each
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year beginning 24 months from the effective date of the permit.

7. The Permittee shall, within 24 months of the effective date of this permit, complete a feasibility study that evaluates the timeframe,

and construction and O & M costs of reducing phosphorus levels in its discharge to a level consistently meeting a limit of 1 mg/L, 0.5
mg/L and 0.1 mg/L utilizing a range of treatment technologies including, but not necessarily limited to, biological phosphorus
removal, chemical precipitation, or a combination of the two. The study shall evaluate the construction and O & M costs of the
different treatment technologies for these limits on a monthly, seasonal, and annual average basis. For each technology and each
phosphorus discharge level evaluated, the study shall also evaluate the amount by which the Permittee’s typical household annual
sewer rates would increase if the Permittee constructed and operated the specific type of technology to achieve the specific
phosphorus discharge level. Within 24 months of the effective date of this Permit, the Permittee shall submit to the Agency and the
DRSCW a written report summarizing the results of the study.

Total phosphorus in the effluent shall be limited as follows:

a. Ifthe Permittee will use chemical precipitation to achieve the limit, the effluent limitation shall be 1.0 mg/L on a monthly
average basis, effective 10 years after the effective date of this permit unless the Agency approves and reissues or
modifies the permit to include an alternate phosphorus reduction program pursuant to paragraph c or d below that is
fully implemented within 10 years of the effective date of this permit.

b. If the Permittee will primarily use biological phosphorus removal to achieve the limit, the effluent limitation shall be 1.0
mg/L monthly average to be effective 11 years after the effective date of this permit unless the Agency approves and
reissues or modifies the permit to include an alternate phosphorus reduction program pursuant to paragraph ¢ or d
below that is fully implemented within 11 years of the effective date of this permit.

¢. The Agency may modify this permit if the DRSCW has developed and implemented a trading program for POTWs in the
DRSCW watersheds, providing for reallocation of allowed phosphorus loadings between two or more POTWs in the
DRSCW watersheds, that delivers the same results of overall watershed phosphorus point-source reduction and
loading anticipated from the uniform application of the applicable 1.0 mg/L monthly average effluent limitation among
the POTW permits in the DRSCW watersheds and removes DO and offensive condition impairments and meet the
applicable dissolved oxygen criteria in 35 IL Adm. Code 302.206 and the narrative offensive aquatic algae criteria in 35
IL Adm. Code 302.203.

d. The Agency may modify this permit if the DRSCW has demonstrated and implemented an alternate means of reducing
watershed phosphorus loading to a comparable result within the timeframe of the schedule of this condition and
removes DO and offensive condition impairments and meet the applicable dissolved oxygen criteria in 35 IL Adm. Code
302.206 and the narrative offensive aquatic algae criteria in 35 IL Adm. Code 302.203.

The Permittee shall monitor the wastewater effluent, consistent with the monitoring requirements on Page 2 of this permit, for total
phosphorus, dissolved phosphorus, nitrate/nitrite, total Kjeldah! nitrogen (TKN), ammonia, total nitrogen (calculated), alkalinity and
temperature at least once a month. The Permittee shall monitor the wastewater influent for total phosphorus and total nitrogen at
least once a month. The results shall be submitted on NetDMRs to the Agency unless otherwise specified by the Agency.

The Permittee shall submit a Nutrient Implementation Plan (NIP) for the DRSCW watersheds that identifies phosphorus input

reductions by point source discharges, non-point source discharges and other measures necessary to remove DO and offensive
condition impairments and meet the applicable dissolved oxygen criteria in 35 IL Adm. Code 302.206 and the narrative offensive
aquatic algae criteria in 35 IL Adm. Code 302.203. The NIP shall also include a schedule for implementation of the phosphorus
input reductions and other measures. The Permittee may work cooperatively with the DRSCW to prepare a single NIP that is
common among DRSCW permittees. The NIP shall be submitted to the Agency by December 31, 2023.

SPECIAL CONDITION 20. The Agency shall consider all monitoring data submitted by the discharger in accordance with the monitoring

requirements of this permit for all parameters, including but not limited to data pertaining to ammonia and dissolved oxygen for discharges
from Discharge Number 001, to determine whether the discharges are at levels which cause, have the reasonable potential to cause or
contribute to exceedances of water quality standards; and, if so, to develop appropriate water quality based effluent limitations. [f the
discharger wants the Agency to consider mixing when determining the need for and establishment of water quality based effluent
limitations, the discharger shall submit a study plan on mixing to the Agency for the Agency's review and comment within twelve (12)
months of the effective date of this Permit.
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Definitions

USEPA means the United States Environmental Protection Agency.

Daily Discharge means the discharge of a pollutant measured
during a calendar day or any 24-hour period that reasonably
represents the calendar day for purposes of sampling. For
pollutants with limitations expressed in units of mass, the “daily
discharge” is calculated as the total mass of the pollutant
discharged over the day. For pollutants with limitations expressed
in other units of measurements, the “daily discharge” is calculated
as the average measurement of the pollutant over the day.

Maximum Daily Discharge Limitation (daily maximum) means the
highest allowable daily discharge.

Average Monthly Discharge Limitation (30 day average) means
the highest allowable average of daily discharges over a calendar
month, calculated as the sum of all daily discharges measured
during a calendar month divided by the number of daily discharges
measured during that month.

Average Weekly Discharge Limitation (7 day average) means the
highest allowable average of daily discharges over a calendar
week, calculated as the sum of all daily discharges measured
during a calendar week divided by the number of daily discharges
measured during that week.

Best Management Practices (BMPs) means schedules of
activities, prohibitions of practices, maintenance procedures, and
other management practices to prevent or reduce the pollution of
waters of the State. BMPs also include treatment requirements,
operating procedures, and practices to control plant site runoff,
spillage or leaks, sludge or waste disposal, or drainage from raw
material storage.

Aliquot means a sample of specified volume used to make up a
total composite sample.

Grab Sample means an individual sample of at least 100 milliliters
collected at a randomly-selected time over a period not exceeding
15 minutes.

24-Hour Composite Sample means a combination of at least 8

sample aliquots of at least 100 milliliters, collected at periodic -

intervals during the operating hours of a facility over a 24-hour
period.
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8-Hour Composite Sample means a combination of at least 3
sample aliquots of at least 100 milliliters, collected at periodic
intervals during the operating hours of a facility over an 8-hour
period.

Flow Proportional Composite Sample means a combination of
sample aliquots of at least 100 milliliters collected at periodic
intervals such that either the time interval between each aliquot or
the volume of each aliquot is proportional to either the stream flow
at the time of sampling or the total stream flow since the collection
of the previous aliquot.

(1) Duty to comply. The permittee must comply with all
conditions of this permit. Any permit noncompliance
constitutes a violation of the Act and is grounds for
enforcement action, permit termination, revocation and
reissuance, modification, or for denial of a permit renewal
application. The permittee shall comply with effluent standards
or prohibitions established under Section 307(a) of the Clean
Water Act for toxic pollutants within the time provided in the
regulations that establish these standards or prohibitions, even
if the permit has not yet been modified to incorporate the
requirements.

(2) Duty to reapply. If the permittee wishes to continue an activity
regulated by this permit after the expiration date of this permit,
the permittee must apply for and obtain a new permit. If the
permittee submits a proper application as required by the
Agency no later than 180 days prior to the expiration date, this
permit shall continue in full force and effect until the final
Agency decision on the application has been made.

(3) Need to halt or reduce activity not a defense. It shall not be
a defense for a permittee in an enforcement action that it would
have been necessary to halt or reduce the permitted activity in
order to maintain compliance with the conditions of this permit.

(4) Duty to mitigate. The permittee shall take all reasonable
steps to minimize or prevent any discharge in violation of this
permit which has a reasonable likelihood of adversely affecting
human health or the environment.

(5) Proper operation and maintenance. The permittee shall at
all times properly operate and maintain all faciliies and
systems of treatment and control (and related appurtenances)
which are installed or used by the permittee to achieve
compliance with conditions of this permit. Proper operation
and maintenance includes effective performance, adequate
funding, adequate operator staffing and training, and adequate
laboratory and process controls, including appropriate quality
assurance procedures. This provision requires the operation of
back-up, or auxiliary facilities, or similar systems only when
necessary to achieve compliance with the conditions of the
permit.

(6) Permit actions. This permit may be modified, revoked and
reissued, or terminated for cause by the Agency pursuant to 40
CFR 122.62 and 40 CFR 122.63. The filing of a request by the
permittee for a permit modification, revocation and reissuance,
or termination, or a notification of planned changes or
anticipated noncompliance, does not stay any permit condition.

(7) Property rights. This permit does not convey any property
rights of any sort, or any exclusive privilege.

(8) Duty to provide information. The permittee shall furnish to
the Agency within a reasonable time, any information which the
Agency may request to determine whether cause exists for
modifying, revoking and reissuing, or terminating this permit, or
to determine compliance with the permit. The permittee shall
also furnish to the Agency upon request, copies of records
required to be kept by this permit.

Other information. Where the permittee becomes

aware that it failed to submit any relevant facts in a permit

application, or submitted incorrect information in a permit
application, or in any report to the Agency, it shall
promptly submit such facts or information.

Bypass.

(a) Definitions.

(1) Bypass means the intentional diversion of waste
streams from any portion of a treatment facility.

(2) Severe property damage means substantial
physical damage to property, damage to the
treatment facilities which causes them to become
inoperable, or substantial and permanent loss of
natural resources which can reasonably be
expected to occur in the absence of a bypass.
Severe property damage does not mean economic
loss caused by delays in production.

(b) Bypass not exceeding limitations. The permitiee may
allow any bypass to occur which does not cause
effluent limitations to be exceeded, but only if it also is
for essential maintenance to assure efficient
operation. These bypasses are not subject to the
provisions of paragraphs (13)(c) and (13)(d).

(c) Notice.

(1) Anticipated bypass. If the permittee knows in
advance of the need for a bypass, it shall submit
prior notice, if possible at least ten days before
the date of the bypass.

Upset.

(a) Definition. Upset means an exceptional incident in which
there is unintentional and temporary noncompliance with
technology based permit effluent limitations because of
factors beyond the reasonable control of the permittee.
An upset does not include noncompliance to the extent
caused by operational error, improperly designed
treatment facilities, inadequate treatment facilities, lack of
preventive maintenance, or careless or improper
operation.

(b) Effect of an upset. An upset constitutes an affirmative
defense to an action brought for noncompliance with such
technology based permit effluent limitations if the
requirements of paragraph (14)c) are met. No
determination made during administrative review of
claims that noncompliance was caused by upset, and
before an action for noncompliance, is final administrative
action subject to judicial review.

(c) Conditions necessary for a demonstration of upset. A
permittee who wishes to establish the affirmative defense
of upset shall demonstrate, through properly signed,
contemporaneous operating logs, or other relevant
evidence that: -

(1) An upset occurred and that the permittee can identify
the cause(s) of the upset;

(2) The permitted facility was at the time being properly
operated; and

(3) The permittee submitted notice of the upset as
required in paragraph (12)(f)(2) (24-hour notice).

(4) The permittee complied with any remedial measures
required under paragraph (4).

(d) Burden of proof. In any enforcement proceeding the
permittee seeking to establish the occurrence of an upset
has the burden of proof.

Transfer of permits. Permits may be transferred by

modification or automatic transfer as described below:

(a) Transfers by modification.  Except as provided in
paragraph (b), a permit may be transferred by the
permittee to a new owner or operator only if the permit
has been modified or revoked and reissued pursuant to
40 CFR 122.62 (b) (2), or a minor modification made
pursuant to 40 CFR 122.63 (d), to identify the new
permittee and incorporate such other requirements as
may be necessary under the Clean Water Act.

(1) The current permittee notifies the Agency at least 30
days in advance of the proposed transfer date;

(2) The notice includes a written agreement between the
existing and new permittees containing a specified
date for transfer of permit responsibility, coverage and
liability between the existing and new permittees; and

(3) The Agency does not notify the existing permittee and
the proposed new permittee of its intent to modify or
revoke and reissue the permit. If this notice is not
received, the transfer is effective on the date specified
in the agreement.

All  manufacturing, commercial, mining, and silvicultural
dischargers must notify the Agency as soon as they know or
have reason to believe:

(a) That any activity has occurred or will occur which would
result in the discharge of any toxic pollutant identified
under Section 307 of the Clean Water Act which is not
limited in the permit, if that discharge will exceed the
highest of the following notification levels:

(1) One hundred micrograms per liter (100 ug/l);

(2) Two hundred micrograms per liter (200 ug/l) for-

acrolein and acrylonitrile; five hundred micrograms
per liter (500 ug/l) for 2,4-dinitrophenol and for 2-
methyl-4,6 dinitrophenol; and one milligram per liter
(1 mg/l) for antimony.

(3) Five (5) times the maximum concentration value
reported for that pollutant in the NPDES permit
application; or

(4) The level established by the Agency in this permit.

(b) That they have begun or expect to begin to use or
manufacture as an intermediate or final product or
byproduct any toxic pollutant which was not reported in
the NPDES permit application.

All Publicly Owned Treatment Works (POTWSs) must provide

adequate notice to the Agency of the following:

(a) Any new introduction of pollutants into that POTW from
an indirect discharge which would be subject to Sections
301 or 306 of the Clean Water Act if it were directly
discharging those pollutants; and

(b) Any substantial change in the volume or character of
pollutants being introduced into that POTW by a source
introducing pollutants into the POTW at the time of
issuance of the permit.

(c) For purposes of this paragraph, adequate notice shall
include information on (i) the quality and quantity of
effluent introduced into the POTW, and (i) any
anticipated impact of the change on the quantity or quality
of effluent to be discharged from the POTW.

If the permit is issued to a publicly owned or publicly regulated
treatment works, the permittee shall require any industrial
user of such ftreatment works to comply with federal
requirements concerning:

(a) User charges pursuant to Section 204 (b) of the Clean
Water Act, and applicable regulations appearing in 40
CFR 35;

(b) Toxic pollutant effluent standards and pretreatment
standards pursuant to Section 307 of the Clean Water
Act; and

(c) Inspection, monitoring and entry pursuant to Section 308
of the Clean Water Act.

The permittee shall not make any false statement,
representation or cerification in any application, record,
report, plan or other document submitted to the Agency or the
USEPA, or required to be maintained under this permit.

The Clean Water Act provides that any person who violates a
permit condition implementing Sections 301, 302, 306, 307,
308, 318, or 405 of the Clean Water Act is subject to a civil
penalty not to exceed $25,000 per day of such violation. Any
person who willfully or negligently violates permit conditions
implementing Sections 301, 302, 306, 307, 308, 318 or 405 of
the Clean Water Act is subject to a fine of not less than
$2,500 nor more than $25,000 per day of violation, or by
imprisonment for not more than one year, or both.

Additional penalties for violating these sections of the Clean
Water Act are identified in 40 CFR 122.41 (a)(2) and (3).

The Clean Water Act provides that any person who falsifies,
tampers with, or knowingly renders inaccurate any monitoring
device or method required to be maintained under this permit
shall, upon conviction, be punished by a fine of not more than
$10,000, or by imprisonment for not more than 2 years, or
both. If a conviction of a person is for a violation committed
after a first conviction of such person under this paragraph,
punishment is a fine of not more than $20,000 per day of
violation, or by imprisonment of not more than 4 years, or
both.

The Clean Water Act provides that any person who knowingly
makes any false statement, representation, or certification in
any record or other document submitted or required to be
maintained under this permit, including monitoring reports or
reports of compliance or non-compliance shall, upon
conviction, be punished by a fine of not more than $10,000
per violation, or by imprisonment for not more than 6 months
per violation, or by both.

Collected screening, slurries, sludges, and other solids shall
be disposed of in such a manner as to prevent entry of those
wastes (or runoff from the wastes) into waters of the State.
The proper authorization for such disposal shall be obtained
from the Agency and is incorporated as part hereof by
reference.

In case of conflict between these standard conditions and any
other condition(s) included in this permit, the other
condition(s) shall govern.

The permittee shall comply with, in addition to the
requirements of the permit, all applicable provisions of 35 Ill.
Adm. Code, Subtitle C, Subtitle D, Subtitle E, and all
applicable orders of the Board or any court with jurisdiction.

The provisions of this permit are severable, and if any
provision of this permit, or the application of any provision of
this permit is held invalid, the remaining provisions of this
permit shall continue in full force and effect.
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On 24 September 2015, Administrator Gina McCarthy signed the final National Pollutant Discharge
Elimination System (NPDES) Electronic Reporting Rule for publication in the Federal Register. The
publication of this rule is the latest step in an extensive multi-year outreach effort with EPA’s state,
tribal and territorial partners. This rule will replace most paper-based Clean Water Act (CWA)
NPDES permitting and compliance monitoring reporting requirements with electronic reporting.

Purpose of the Final Rule

This final rule is designed to save authorized state, tribe, or territorial NPDES programs
considerable resources, make reporting easier for NPDES-regulated entities, streamline permit
renewals, ensure full exchange of basic NPDES permit data between states and EPA, improve
environmental decision-making, and better protect human health and the environment.

This final rule requires that NPDES regulated entities electronically submit the following permit
and compliance monitoring information instead of using paper reports:

e Discharge Monitoring Reports (DMRs);
* Notices of Intent to discharge in compliance with a general permit; and
e Program reports.

Authorized NPDES programs will also electronically submit NPDES program data to EPA to ensure
that there is consistent and complete reporting nationwide, and to expedite the collection and
processing of the data, thereby making it more accurate and timely. Importantly, while the rule
changes the method by which information is provided (i.e., electronic rather than paper-based), it
does not increase the amount of information required from NPDES regulated entities facilities
under existing regulations.

Overview of Benefits

EPA anticipates that the final rule will save significant resources for states, tribes, and territories as
well as EPA and NPDES permittees, while resulting in a more complete, accurate, and nationally-
consistent set of data about the NPDES program. With full implementation (5 years after the
effective date), the anticipated savings are:

e Authorized State NPDES programs: $22.6 million annually,
e NPDES regulated entities: $0.5 million annually, and
e EPA:S$1.2 million annually.

Pretreatment Programs [40 CFR 403.12(e) and (h)]

* Sewer Overflow/Bypass Event Reports [40 CFR 122.41(1)(4), (1)(6) and (7), (m)(3)]

* CWA Section 316(b) Annual Reports [40 CFR 125 Subpart J]

How the final rule addresses comments

In response to concerns about implementation raised during the comment periods, the final rule
provides authorized NPDES programs more flexibility to implement the final rule by providing
them up to three additional years to electronically collect, manage, and share their data.
Authorized NDPES Programs will also have more flexibility in how they can grant electronic
reporting waivers.
