309.104(a), and Special Conditions 6, 12, and 15 of the NPDES Permit.

2. Complanant and a Stipulation and Proposal for Settlement was filed with
the Board on December 30, 2020.

4. This agreement is presented to the Board n a Stipulation and Proposal for

Settlement filed on December 30, 2020.
