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¼Thile I am t h e author of the unanimous opi n i on in these cases I 
ha d o p t ed for $ 200 penal ties in each instance i nstead of t he $10 0 
a dopted by t he 4- 1 vote . 

The additi onal money in itself i s not important but the principle 
i s worth restating . The $200 penalty would ha ve come closer to re­
covering to the State of Illinois t axpayers the cost of the proceedi ngs . 
When one adds up the hea ring officer 1 s fee , travel, newspaper notices., 
the Board ' s time , and the Attorney-General 's staff time , the cost to 
t he taxpayers would run well over $200 per case. 

I feel as a matter o f principle the Board ought to at l east re­
cover to the State o f Illino is the cost incurre d in a pollution proceed­
ing when a f i nding of guilty is made unless the respondent is clearly 
des titute or unabl e to pay. Both of these respondents are compa njes 
a nd there i s no evidence that they cannot each pay the additional hundre f 
do l lars.
