ORDER OF THE BOARD (by A. Palivos): 
 

On December 2, 2021, at the parties’ request, the Board extended until February 17, 
2022, the time period for Assumption Cooperative Grain Company (Assumption) to appeal an 
October 13, 2021 determination of the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Agency).  See 
415 ILCS 5/40(a)(1) (2020); 35 Ill. Adm. Code 105.406.  The determination concerns 
Assumption’s underground storage tank (UST) site located 407 South Business Route 51 in 
Assumption, Christian County.  The Agency required Assumption to modify its corrective action 
plan and modify its budget.  Because Assumption failed to timely file an appeal, the Board 
dismisses this case and closes the docket.
