On behalf of the lllinois Manufacturers’ Association (IMA) and our nearly 4,000 member
companies and facilities across lllinois, | write you today to request that the Pollution Control
Board (Board) not stay the major stationary source construction and modification permitting
rulemaking R2022-17 as requested by the lllinois Attorney General’s Office. Alternatively, the
IMA would request that the Board only stay those aspects of the rule that are alleged by the
AGO to be subject to reconsideration.

The changes in the abovementioned rulemaking are widely supported by the business
community and would help bring lllinois” permitting rules up to date with the current federal
rules. The ability to get a permit is an important economic development consideration and
lllinois’” outdated rules have become an obstacle to attracting investments. Manufacturers
across the country are making decisions on where to operate or continue operating, and
permitting is always a top consideration in those decisions.

While the IMA believes that the rule should be adopted as originally proposed by the lilinois
Environmental Regulatory Group, we see no reason for staying the adoption of the proposed
rules any more than necessary.
