9. In line 88, strike the comma.  Agree. 
 
10. In lines 97-98, strike "adjudged" and add "determined to be".  Disagree.  The word 

“adjudged” indicates judicial action and is used in the recently adopted severability 
provision at 35 Ill. Adm. Code 845.160.  And as the phrase “adjudged invalid” also 
appears in line 98, changing that phrase in lines 97-98 might suggest a different 
meaning.   

 
11. In line 97, change "the" to "that".  Agree for first “the”. 
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12. In line 97, strike "of this Part as a whole or".  Disagree.  The language accounts for the 
different ways in which a court might rule and is used in the recently adopted 
severability provision at 35 Ill. Adm. Code 845.160.  Striking this phrase could be 
viewed as a substantive change and therefore is beyond this rulemaking’s scope. 
 

13. In lines 110 and 111, strike "station generated" and add "station-generated".  Agree.
