There was obviously a miscommunication 
regarding the address that the IEMA operator 
thought I said (Clark) versus what I actually said 
(Park). There is not an address of 3325 S. Clark 
according to the Williamson County GIS system. 
I've attached all the "Clark" addresses in their 
system. None of them go above the 1800 block. 
Also Clark is referenced as a "Street" or "Trail" but 
never an "Avenue". It also runs east-west rather 
than north-south, so there should be any 
addresses on South Clark. To further complicate 
matters, the Williamson County GIS lists the 
address as 3225 S. Park Ave. but about half the 
documents in the OSFM file refer to the site as 
3325 S. Park, while the other half list it as 3225. 
The OSFM database uses the 3325 address, which 
appears to be wrong but the database print out is 
what I was referring to when I was on the phone 
with IEMA.

In regard to the address mix up at the above-referenced, I was the caller and it's clearly a misunderstanding. I was calling 
from the site so I can certainly attest to that. Would you accept an affidavit from me explaining the mix up? 

I did a search on the Williamson County GIS page for all addresses with "Clark" in the name. There is not an address of 
3325 S. Clark that exists. There is nothing above the 1800 block. When typing 3325 S. Clark into Google it comes up at 
the end of the road, in the middle of the intersection where Clark tees into Bandyville Road. Additionally, Clark runs 
east-west rather than north-south, so -there wouldn't be any real address of "S Clark". Clark is also referred to as a Street 

or Trail, but never an Avenue. 

I should probably also point out that it appears 3325 S. Park Ave. is incorrect as well. Williamson County lists the address 
as 3225 S. Park Avenue. After reviewing the OSFM files, I see that about½ the documents list 3325 and the other half 
say 3225. The OSFM database lists 3325, which is what I had with me in the field to provide information regarding the 
tanks during the IEMA call. So, if you're set on making me contact IEMA to correct the address, do I correct it to the 
wrong address that's in your database and on the removal log or to the actual address listed with the county?

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D. Site/Release Information 

Provide the following: 

1. Data on the nature and estimated quantity of release; 

The site was operated by the property owner (J.D. Streett & Company, Inc.) as a gasoline 
station and convenience store from approximately August of 1996 until early 2021. Two 
underground storage tanks (USTs), both properly registered with the Illinois Office of the 
State Fire Marshal (OSFM), were used for storage of unleaded gasoline. OSFM tank ID #1 
had a capacity of 12,000-gallons, while tank ID #2 had a 10,000-gallon capacity. Both USTs 
were within one common tank field in the northwest portion of the site. Double-walled, 
flexible piping delivered fuel from the tanks to four dispenser islands located east of the 
convenience store. Figure 1 shows the location of the site in relation to the surrounding 
area. 

CSD Environmental Services, Inc. (CSD) installed four soil borings (B-1 through B-4) at 
various locations on-site during a limited site assessment completed on February 1, 2021. 
Based upon the observations made during the site assessment, a release of gasoline was 
reported to the Illinois Emergency Management Agency (IEMA) at 10:39 am on February 1, 
2021. The IEMA assigned incident number 20210114 to the release. Copies of the boring 
logs from B-1 through B-4 are provided in Appendix A, while Figure 2 shows the locations 
of the borings. 

Based upon observations made during drilling and subsequent UST removal activities, the 
release appears to have been the result of a piping leak in the area of the dispenser islands. 
The quantity of the release is unknown but appears to have been very minimal. 

2. Data from available sources or site investigations concerning the following factors: 

a. Surrounding populations; 

Surrounding properties are used for mainly commercial purposes. The property to the north 
is a used car dealership, while a bar/restaurant currently undergoing renovations is located 
to the south. Park Avenue (Illinois Route 148) borders the site to the east, with a Huck's gas 
station and convenience store located east of Park Avenue right-of-way. A large vacant lot is 
located west of the site. 

b. Water quality; 

The City of Herrin uses surface water as its source of potable water. City residents are 
prohibited from installing private wells for use as a potable supply. The City receives its 
water supply from the Rend Lake Inter-City Water System. This facility draws water from 
Rend Lake through one surface water intake. Rend Lake is approximately 16 miles from the 

Page 1 of 8 
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City of Herrin. 

The City currently has an ordinance in place that has been approved by the IEPA for use as 
an institutional control. A copy of the ordinance and information regarding the City of Herrin 
water supply are provided in Appendix B. 

c. Use and approximate locations of wells potentially affected by the release; 

Site reconnaissance did not identify any water supply wells in the immediate vicinity of the 
tank systems. Information regarding the number and locations of surrounding water supply 
wells was obtained from the Source Water Assessment Program (SWAP) ArclMS Mapping 
tool (prepared cooperatively by the United States Geologic Survey (USGS) and the Illinois 
Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA)), Illinois State Geological Survey (ISGS) online 
digital water well records and the Illinois State Water Survey (ISWS) private well database. 

One private water supply well (ISGS #121992307700) is mapped just over 500 feet south of 
the site. This well was registered to Leon Webb Auto Rental and was installed in 1979. 
According to information obtained from SWAP, the well obtains water from sandstone 
deposits located 90 to 110 feet below ground surface. No other private, community or non­
community water supply wells were mapped within 2,500 feet of the site. Information related 
to the water well survey is provided in Appendix C. 

d. Subsurface soil conditions; 

Plate I of the Illinois State Geological Survey (ISGS), Circular 532, "Potential for 
Contamination of Shallow Aquifers from Land Burial of Municipal Waste" (Berg 1984) 
classifies the subsurface soils beneath the site as both type "F" and "G" stratigraphy. The "F" 
designation is described as: "Relatively impermeable bedrock within 20 feet of surface, 
mostly overlain by till or other fine-grained materials". The "G" designation is described as: 
"Relatively impermeable bedrock within 20 to 50 ft. of surface, overlain by till or other fine­
grained materials". The "F" and "G" designations are considered to be least conducive to 
contaminant transport. 

The following geologic sources were also reviewed in order to obtain information regarding 
the subsurface soil conditions in the vicinity of the subject site:

Stratigraphy", (1975). 
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• The Source Water Assessment Program (SWAP), ArcmlMS Mapping Tool, 
Prepared cooperatively by the United States Geologic Survey (USGS) and the 
Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA).

These geologic maps/publications, along with observations made during the Early Action 
drilling and UST removal, indicate that the geology at the subject property consists of a few 
feet of topsoil and/or Peoria Loess, underlain by the lllinoian Age Vandalia Till Member of 
the Glasford Formation. The Vandalia Till is described in the Handbook of Illinois 
Stratigraphy (1975) as "sandy till with thin lenticular bodies of silt, sand and gravel. It is 
calcareous, except where weathered, generally gray, and moderately compact". 

According to the maps and publications reviewed, underlying the Vandalia Till is 
Pennslyvanian Age bedrock of the Carbondale Formation, which consists mainly of 
sandstones and shales. None of the soil borings or the UST excavation encountered 
bedrock. 

e. Location of subsurface sewers; 

All identified sewers and/or subsurface utilities are shown on Figure 2. 

f. . Climatological conditions; and 

The site is located in a relatively temperate zone within southern Illinois. January and July 
are the coolest and warmest months on average, respectively. Average high temperatures 
range from 43°F in January to 90°F in July. Average low temperatures range from 27°F in 
January to 70°F in July. May is typically the wettest month, with an average monthly 
precipitation total of approximately 5 inches. October is typically the driest month, with an 
average monthly precipitation total of near 3 inches. 

g. Land use; 

The site was operated as a retail gasoline station and convenience store since 1996, based 
upon records obtained from the Illinois Office of the State Fire Marshal (OSFM). Future land 
use is uncertain at this time. 

3. A discussion of what was done to measure for the presence of a release where 
contamination was most likely to be present at the UST site; 

A total of eight sidewall (W-1 through W-8), four floor (F-1 through F-4) and ten product line 
trench (PL-1 through PL-10) soil samples were collected by CSD personnel during tank 
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removal activities. All soil samples were submitted to Teklab, Inc. of Collinsville, Illinois 
under chain-of-custody on February 5, 2021 for analysis of benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene, 
total xylenes (BTEX) and methyl-tertiary butyl ether (MTBE). 

Backfill removed from the tank field to access the USTs was stockpiled adjacent to the 
excavation and returned upon removal of the USTs. The backfill material consisted of chip 
stone (CA-16), therefore sampling of the backfill material could not be completed. 

A copy of the laboratory report from soil sample analysis is provided in Appendix D. Sample 
locations are provided on Figure 2. 

4. The results of the free product investigations; 

No evidence of free product was observed within the soil borings or the UST excavation, 
where it would most likely be present. 

5. A discussion of the action taken to prevent further release of the regulated substance into 
the environment; 

The USTs were removed from the site on March 4, 2021 and the station is no longer in 
operation. 

6. A discussion of the action taken to monitor and mitigate fire and safety hazards posed by 
vapors or free product that has migrated from the UST excavation zone and entered 
subsurface structures; and 

There have not been any reports of vapors in the area. Free product was not encountered 
within the UST excavation.

A permit to remove the USTs and all associated piping was submitted to the Illinois Office of 
the State Fire Marshal (OSFM) by Robert Ellis & Sons (RES) of Murphysboro, Illinois on 
February 11, 2021. The permit (#00176-2021REM) was approved by the OSFM on 
February 15, 2021. A copy of the UST removal permit is provided in Appendix E. 

Both tanks were removed from the site by RES on March 4, 2021, under the approved 
removal permit. CSD personnel were on-site to provide oversight for the owner and to 
collect soil samples from the tank excavation and piping trench. Mr. Louis Hertter, OSFM 
Storage Tank Safety Specialist, was present to ensure safe conditions were maintained 
during tank removal activities. 

Prior to removing the USTs, each tank was purged of flammable vapors using a Venturi­
style pneumatic blower with compressed air. Once Mr. Hertter checked the USTs for 
flammable vapors and determined conditions were safe, RES removed the USTs from the 
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F. 

excavation. Tank ID #1 (12,000-gallon gasoline) was the first to be removed from the 
excavation. 

Upon removal, RES cut holes into each end of the UST to provide access for cleaning the 
interior of the UST. Following cleaning of the USTs, the tanks were hauled to a local 
scrapyard for recycling. Both USTs were in good structural condition, with no signs of 
corrosion or pitting. 

At various times throughout the day on March 4, 2021, RES also excavated and removed all 
the double-walled flexible piping that connected the tanks to the dispenser islands. All piping 
material removed from the site appeared to be in sound structural condition as well. 
Fiberglass piping associated with a vapor recovery system was also presentwithin the same 
trench as the double-walled product piping. The vapor recovery system was also removed 
from the site. 

Upon completion of all UST removal work, RES provided and placed a total of 186. 7 4 tons 
of CA06 rock into the tank field between March 8 and 15, 2021. This backfilling work was 
necessary to fill the void from the removed USTs.

Early Action Tier 1 Remediation Objectives Compliance Report 

If the most stringent Tier 1 remediation objectives of 35 Ill. Adm. Code 742 for the 
applicable indicator contaminants have been met and a groundwater investigation is not 
required, in addition to the information provided above, provide the following: 

1. Site characterization; 

Soil sampling was completed at locations where contamination is most likely to be present 
during UST removal activities. A total of twenty-two soil samples were collected from native 
soils along the tank field sidewalls (8), floor (4) and piping trench (10). The results of all 
samples were below the most stringent Tier 1 Soil Remediation Objectives for residential 
properties. Therefore, CSD and JDS are requesting the issuance of a No Further 
Remediation (NFR) letter in response to the release with no land use limitations placed on 
the property. 
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2. If water was encountered in the excavation, provide a demonstration pursuant to 
35 Ill. Adm. Code 734.210(h)(4)(c) that it is not representative of actual 
groundwater; 

Water was present in the tank excavation. It is believed that the water is representative of 
trapped surface water runoff rather than actual groundwater. In either case, soil 
concentrations did not exceed Tier 1 SROs for the migration to groundwater exposure route. 
Therefore, there is no evidence that contaminated soils may be or may have been in contact 
with groundwater and a groundwater investigation should not be required.

Figure 1 shows the locations of known 

potential point sources of contamination within the Rend Lake Watershed. The names of potential point sources of contamination identified 

in Figure 1 are listed in Table I. The sites listed in Table I are considered potential sources of contamination due to: the nature of the 

activity; the availability of data in electronic databases; and their geographic proximity to the source water protection area. These are 

divided into seven different types that are classified by the following abbreviations: CERCL = Comprehensive Environmental Response, 

Compensation, and Liability Act (CERCLA) site; CU = cleanup (sites that are actively doing cleanups); LF = landfill; NPDES = National 

Pollutant Discharge Elimination System discharge point; RCRA = Resource Conservation and Recovery Act site; LU = Leaking 

Underground Storage Tank (sites with leaking underground storage tanks that have not received a No Further Remediation letter); and TRI 

= Toxic Release Inventory site (a site that has had a toxic release to a receiving stream or publicly owned treatment works). 

Figure 2 illustrates the land cover within the watershed, indicating areas that may contribute to nonpoint source pollution (NPS). NPS 

pollution is the diffuse, intermittent runoff of pollutants from various sources. Precipitation moving over and through the ground picks up 

pollutants from these sources and carries them into rivers, lakes, and groundwater. Major activities that contribute to Illinois' NPS pollution 

problems are agriculture, construction erosion, urban runoff, hydrologic modifications, and resource extraction activities. Within the 

302,547-acre watershed, the percent of land cover is composed of: 39% agricultural, 2% urban, 1% transportation, 44% forest/grasslands, 

and 14% water/wetlands. Figure 3 shows mining activities within the Rend Lake Watershed. 

Potential NPS contaminants of concern include waterborne pathogens such as Cryptosporidia, Leptospira, E. coli, Giardia, and fecal 

coliform, as well as nitrogen and herbicides such as atrazine. Cryptosporidia and Leptospira are single cell disease causing parasites that 

live in wildlife, livestock and domestic animals. If these animals live near bodies of water they may serve as carriers of these 

parasites. Figure 4 shows estimated wildlife and livestock density information for relevant counties in the watershed. Livestock densities 

are based on actual numbers of cattle, hogs, sheep, goats and horses per county; wildlife densities are based on the estimated number of 

whitetail deer per county. Whitetail deer are a good indicator of wildlife density on a countywide level due to their ability to adapt to 

different environments. See http://www.epa.gov/ogwdw/ for more information on Cryptosporidia. Maps and tables are not available in the 

Visually Impaired Accessible version. However, the information presented in the maps and tables is summarized within the text sections of 

this fact sheet.

AN ORDINANCE PROHIBITING THE USE OF GROUNDWATER AS A POTABLE

WHEREAS, certain properties in the City of Herrin, Illinois have been used over a period 

.of time for commerciaVindustrial purposes; and 

WHEREAS, because of said use, concentrations of certain chemical constituents in the 

groundwater .beneath the City may· exceed Class 1 groundwater quality standards for potable 

resource groundwater as set forth in 35 Illinois Administrative Code 620 or Tier 1 remediation 

objectives as set forth 1n··35 Illinois Administrative· Code 742; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Herrin desires to limit potential threats to human health from 

groundwater contamination while facilitating the redevelopment and productive use of properties 

that are the source of said chemical constituents; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY 

OF HERRIN, ILLINOIS: 

Section One. Chapter 38, Article Ill ( .. Water System"), is hereby amended by inserting 

Chapter 38, Article Ill, Section 38-3-24, thereto, containing the following 

language: 

38-3-24 USE OF GROUNDWATER AS A POTABLE WATER SUPPLY 

PROHIBITED. 

(A) Prohibition. Except for such uses or methods in existence before the effective 

date of this ordinance, the use or attempt to use groundwater from within the 

corporate limits of the City of Herrin as a potable water supply, by the installation 

or drilling of wells or by any other method is hereby prohibited. This prohibition 

expressly includes the City of Herrin. 

(B) Penalties. Any person violating the provisions of this ordinance shall be subject 

to a fine of up to $750.00 for each violation. 

(C) Definitions. 

.. Person" is any individual, partnership, co-partnership, firm, company, limited 

liability company, corporation, association, joint stock company, trust, estate, 

political subdivision, or any other legal entity, or their legal representatives, 

agents or assigns. 

.. Potable water" is•any water used for human or domestic consumption, including, 

but not limited to, water used for drinking, bathing, swimming. washing dishes, or 

preparing foods. 

(D) Repealer. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with this ordinance 

are hereby repealed insofar as they are in conflict with this ordinance. 
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(E) Severability. If any provision of this ordinance or its application to any person or 

under any circumstances is adjudged invalid, such adjudication shall not affect the 

validity of the ordinance as a whole or of any portion not adjudged invalid. 

Section Two. Effective date. 

This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, 

approval and publication as required by law.

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Appeal Rights 

An underground storage tank owner or operator may appeal this final decision to the Illinois 
Pollution Control Board pursuant to Sections 40 and 57.7(c)(4) of the Act by filing a petition for 
a hearing within 35 days after the date of issuance of the final decision. However, the 35-day 
period may be extended for a period not to exceed 90 days by written notice from the owner or 
operator and the Illinois EPA within the initial 35-day appeal period. If the owner or operator 
wishes to receive a 90-day extension, a written request that includes a statement of the date the 
final decision was received, along with a copy of this decision, must be sent to the Illinois EPA 
as soon as possible.

1. $3,340.34, deduction for costs for backfill, which lack supporting documentation. 
Such costs are ineligible for payment from the Fund pursuant to 35 Ill. Adm. Code

cannot determine that costs will not be used for activities in excess of those necessary 
to meet the minimum requirements of Title XVI of the Act. Therefore, such costs are 
not approved pursuant to Section 57.7(c)(3) of the Act because they may be used for 
site investigation or corrective action activities in excess of those required to meet the 
minimum requirements of Title XVI of the Act. 

In addition, deduction for site investigation or corrective action costs for backfill that 
are not reasonable as submitted. Such costs are ineligible for payment from the Fund 
pursuant to Section 57.7(c)(3) of the Act and 35 Ill. Adm. Code 734.630(dd). 

Documentation/invoices provided do not match the amount requested for 
reimbursement. Invoices for the purchase of the backfill material as well as from the 
contractors/subcontractors that actually performed (transported and placed the 
backfill material) the work needs to be provided. 

2. $8,450.94, deduction for costs for UST removal, which lack supporting 
documentation. Such costs are ineligible for payment from the Fund pursuant to 35 
Ill. Adm. Code 734.630( cc). Since there is no supporting documentation of costs, the 
Illinois EPA cannot determine that costs will not be used for activities in excess of 
those necessary to meet the minimum requirements of Title XVI of the Act. 
Therefore, such costs are not approved pursuant to Section 57.7(c)(3) of the Act 
because they may be used for site investigation or corrective action activities in 
excess of those required to meet the minimum requirements of Title XVI of the Act.
