A release of heating oil from two (2) 10,000-gallon and one (1) 12,000-gallon underground storage 

tanks (USTs) was reported to the Illinois Emergency Management Agency (IEMA) on March 24, 

2022 during the removal of the USTs.  A copy of the OSFM removal permit is included in 

Appendix E. It should be noted, the permit was issued for one (1) 3,500-gallon and two (2) 10,000-

gallon USTs. During the removals the USTs were identified as two (2) 10,000-gallon and one (1)

b. Water quality. 

 

The City of North Chicago supplies potable water from Lake Michigan to the Site and surrounding 

area. According to the Water Department, the water is tested periodically for contaminants and is in 

compliance with current Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Safe Drinking Water Act 

regulations, unless a local drinking water advisory has been issued. 

 

 c. Use and approximate locations of wells potentially affected by the release. 

 

A request was made to the Illinois State Geologic Society (ISGS) and Illinois State Water Survey

Chicago has an ordinance prohibiting the installation and use of groundwater wells as a potable 

water source. 

 

Based on the information reviewed, the Site is not located within the minimum setback zone of a 

well which serves as a potable water supply.   

 

 d. Subsurface soil conditions. 

 

According to the Illinois State Geologic Survey (ISGS) Circular #460, "Surficial Geology of the 

Chicago Region", the Site is located on the Lake Plain. This Pleistocene Age system consists of 

floors of glacial lakes flattened by wave erosion and by minor deposition in low areas; largely 

underlain by glacial till; predominantly clay and silt, with sand of the Equality Formation present 

locally. 

 

Based on ISGS Circular #532, Potential for Contamination of Shallow Aquifers from Land Burial of 

Municipal Waste, the Site is located within the rating area of E. The rating denotes the capacities of 

earth material to accept, transmit, restrict or remove contaminants from waste effluent.

The UST excavation measured approximately 65 feet from north to south, approximately 20 feet 

from east to west and approximately 13 feet in depth. Soil samples from the UST excavation were 

collected at depths representative of the lower third elevation of the USTs and at the floor depth.  

After the desired sampling depth was reached with the backhoe, soil samples were collected using 

United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) Method 5035. See Figure 3 for sample 

locations. Duplicate soil samples were collected from each sampling interval. The first sample was

10. A narrative of tank removal and cleaning operations; describe how wastes generated 

during the tank removal were managed, treated, and disposed. 

 

January 24, 2022 Tsarpalas Enterprises, Inc. (Tsarpalas), tank contractor, arrived to begin 

removal operations. Tsarpalas removed soil covering the USTs using a 

backhoe and placed the soil on plastic sheeting adjacent to the USTs.  It was 

discovered the USTs were constructed of concrete and were full of 

water/product.  GFL Environmental (GFL) began pumping the liquids using 

a vacuum truck.  Approximately 19,090 gallons of liquid were removed. 

 

January 25, 2002 GFL continued to pump liquids from the USTs. A total of 11,740 gallons of 

liquid and sludge were removed.   Due to the extreme cold and as the USTs 

were constructed of concrete, Tsarpalas discontinued the removals and 

rescheduled the removals for a later date. 

 

March 21, 2022 Tsarpalas personnel returned to the Site; GFL began pumping liquids from 

the USTs.  When the first UST was emptied Tsarpalas personnel performed 

oxygen and lower explosive limit (LEL) measurements using a combustion 

and oxygen meter to determine atmospheric condition inside the UST. The 

LEL measurement was zero, indicating no explosive conditions existed.  The 

interior of the UST was then cleaned using a pressure washer and a 

degreasing solution. Mr. Chris Tougeron, Storage Tank Safety Specialist 

with OSFM, then approved breaking up the UST. Tsarpalas pulled the top of 

the UST off and utilized a concrete breaker to begin breaking the walls of the 

tank. GFL pumped a total of 16,800 gallon of liquids and cleaning solution 

from the USTs. 

 

March 22, 2022 Tsarpalas continued breaking the concrete UST; GFL pumped liquids from 

the remaining USTs and rainwater that had entered the excavation. A total of 

3,670 gallons of liquids were removed and disposed. 

 

March 23, 2022 Breaking of the USTs continued.  As disposal of the broken concrete at a 

recycling facility was not possible due to the contact with heating oil, 

approximately 15 cubic yards of concrete and soil were excavated and 

transported to GFL Landfill in Zion, Illinois (Zion) for final disposal.  GFL 
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pumped a total of 3,975 gallons of liquids and sludge from the USTs and the 

excavation. 

 

March 24, 2022 Broken concrete and soil that fell into the excavation were excavated and 

stockpiled on plastic adjacent to the excavation as Tsarpalas continued to 

break the USTs.  GFL pumped a total of 17,930 gallons of liquids, rainwater 

and sludge from the tanks and excavation.  Soil samples S-1 through S-8 

were obtained from the walls of the excavation and a sample of the backfill 

was obtained.  The samples were transported to Environmental Monitoring 

and Technologies, Inc. (EMT) and analyzed for BETX and PNAs. 

Concentrations of benzene or PNAs were identified above TACO Tier 1 

SROs for residential land use and Class I Groundwater in samples S-1, S-6 

and S-8.   

    

   Mr. Tougeron determined a release had occurred from the USTs and leaking 

underground storage tank (LUST) incident #20220253 was recorded with 

the Illinois Emergency Management Agency (IEMA). 

 

March 25, 2022 Breaking of the concrete USTs and pumping of water and sludge continued. 

Approximately 30 cubic yards of broken concrete and soil were transported 

to Zion for disposal and approximately 17,650 gallons of water were 

pumped.   

 

March 29, 2022 Work continued as before. Approximately 90 cubic yards of broken concrete 

and soil were transported to Zion for disposal and approximately 7,775 

gallons of water were pumped.   

 

March 31, 2022 Work continued as before. Approximately 30 cubic yards of broken concrete 

and soil were transported to Zion for disposal and approximately 11,925 

gallons of water were pumped.   

 

April 1, 2022  Work continued as before. Approximately 3,200 gallons of water were 

pumped.  Soil samples S-9 and S-10 were obtained from beneath the first 

UST and analyzed for BETX and PNAs.  No concentrations of contaminants 

were identified above TACO Tier 1 SROs for residential land use and Class 

I Groundwater.  

 

April 5, 2022  Work continued as before. Approximately 60 cubic yards of broken concrete 

and soil were transported to Zion for disposal and approximately 4,600 

gallons of water were pumped.   

 

April 6, 2022  Work continued as before. Soil in the area of previous samples S-1, S-6 and 

S-8 was excavated and transported for disposal. Approximately 120 cubic 
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yards of contaminated soil were transported to Zion for disposal and 

approximately 3,000 gallons of water were pumped.  Soil samples S-11 

through S-14 from beneath the USTs and soil sample S-15, S-16 and S-17 

from the resulting walls of the excavation were obtained and analyzed for 

BETX and PNAs.  No concentrations of BETX or PNAs were identified 

above TACO Tier 1 SROs for residential land use and Class I Groundwater. 

The excavation was backfilled with imported crushed stone.  

 

April 7, 2022  Approximately 105 cubic yards of remaining broken concrete and backfill 

material were transported to Zion for final disposal. 

 

Based on the laboratory results, no further investigation is recommended. 

See Appendix C for a copy of the laboratory reports, and chains of custody 

and certification and Appendix I for the soil and liquid disposal manifests.

I have a quick question regarding the backfill for this site. It appears that most of the backfill was returned to the 
excavation. Per 734.210(h)(D), if backfill is returned to the excavation one sample must be collected for each 100 cubic 
yards of backfill returned to the excavation. There are some contradicting values for the volume of soil excavated from 
the site. One part of the report shows that 30 cubic yards were excavated of backfill material and 90 cubic yards of 
native soil. Then further in the report it shows approximately 450 cubic yards of soil and concrete were excavated from 
the tank location. If any of the backfill is returned to the site there must be one backfill sample per 100 cubic yards of 
backfill. Just let me know with your response at your earliest convenience.

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Hey Nicholas, 

I have a quick question regarding the backfill for this site. It appears that most of the backfill was returned to the 
excavation. Per 734.210(h)(D), if backfill is returned to the excavation one sample must be collected for each 100 cubic 
yards of backfill returned to the excavation. There are some contradicting values for the volume of soil excavated from 
the site. One part of the report shows that 30 cubic yards were excavated of backfill material and 90 cubic yards of 
native soil. Then further in the report it shows approximately 450 cubic yards of soil and concrete were excavated from 
the tank location. If any of the backfill is returned to the site there must be one backfill sample per 100 cubic yards of 
backfill. Just let me know with your response at your earliest convenience.

An underground storage tank owner or operator may appeal this finat decision to the Illinois Pollution Control Board 
pursuant to Sections 40 and 57.7(c)(4) of the Act by filing a petition for a hearing within 35 days after the date of 
issuance of the final decision. However, the 35-day period may be extended for a period not to exceed 90 days by 
written notice from the owner or operator and the Illinois EPA within the initial 35-day appeal period. If the owner or 
operator wishes to receive a 90-day extension, a written request that includes a statement of the date the final decision 
was received, along with a copy of this decision, must be sent to the Illinois EPA as soon as possible.
