Proposed Schedule for May 2023 Hearing 

March 22: Complainants provide a proposed list of exhibits. The proposed list shall 
include the title of the document, date, the complete Bates number, and 
witness that was expected to testify as to the admission of the exhibit. For a 
document that does not have a Bates number, Complainants shall share the 
complete document with the other party. 

March 29: Respondent provides its proposed list of additional exhibits. Respondent's 
proposed list shall include the title of the document, date, the complete 
Bates number, and witness that was expected to testify as to the admission 
of the exhibit. For a document that does not have a Bates number, 
Respondent shall share the complete document with the other party. 

March 30- April Parties develop list of agreed exhibits (i.e. - authentication, reliability, 
13: and/or relevance or stipulated to be admitted without need for witness 

testimony). 

April 21: Parties each file pre-hearing Memoranda that provides the following: 
I. Statement of case; 
2. Final order of witnesses; 
3. Final exhibit list, noting any exhibits subject to objection/not 

agreed and basis, and includes: 
a. Title of document 
b. Bates range numbers 
C. Identification of fact or expert witnesses who will testify for 

each. 
4. Final list of exhibits for which no witness testimony is needed 

whose admission has been stipulated to
