At its meeting on April 18, 2023, the Joint Committee on Administrative Rules considered the
above-referenced rulemaking and recommended that the Board in its next substantive
rulemaking on this Part amend Sections 602.111 and 602.116 to include the standards by which
the Environmental Protection Agency will exercise the specific discretionary powers delegated
to it by those Sections.
