R81-26, Deere Thermal Standard, was adopted as a Proposed Rule, First
Notice by a vote of 4—0.

R81-25, Halogenated Solvents, was adopted as a Proposed Rule, First
Notice by a vote of 4—0.

In #80—151, Archer—Daniels-Midland, motion for stay as to penalty only
was granted by a vote of 4—0. Mr. Dumelle will prepare an Order.

An Order was adopted in #80—175, Unity ventures on a motion to set
hearing and a motion to reconsider. The vote was 4—0, Mrs. Anderson
will prepare an Order.
