Proposed Rule, Second Notice was adopted in R80—19, Hazardous
Hospital Wastes, by a vote of 5—0, Mr. Werner concurred.

R81—14, “RCRA” Pass—through rules were adopted by a vote of 5—0.

Motion for extension of time to file recommendation was granted
in #79—49, Sterling Steel, by a vote of 5-0. Mrs. Anderson will
prepare an Order.

Motions to withdraw petitions were granted in these cases: ##79—62,
Consolidation Coal; 79—100, Consolidation Coal; 80—120, A.S.F.
