R77—15, Sulfur Dioxide, Emergency Rulemaking and First Notice,
Orders were adopted by a vote of 4—0.

An Opinion in R80—19, Hazadous Hospital Wastes was adopted by a
vote of 4—0, Mr. Werner concurred.

Motion for extension of time to answer an objection in #78—293,
Ralston, was granted by a vote of 4—0. Mr. Dumelle will prepare
an Order.

Motion for stay in #79—141, O.M.C., was granted by a vote of 4—0.
