An Opinion and Order was adopted on #75-11, Republic Steel by a vote
of 3—0. Mrs. Anderson abstained.

Opinions and Orders were adopted in’ these cases by a vote of 4—0:

National Can; 81—209, Hoffman Estates.

#82—3, American Air Filter was dismissed by a vote of 4-0. Mr.
Goodman will prepare an Order.

An Order was adopted in R81—1, Procedural Rules Codification,
for public comment by a vote of 4—0.

In R81—17, Combined Sewer, Proposed Rule, First Notice and a Proposed
Opinion, were adopted by a vote of 4—0.

R82—5, Proposed Effluent Standards Revisions, were adopted for hearing
and comment by a vote of 4—0,
