July 21, 1982 Chicago, Illinois

All Board Members were present.

Opinions and Orders were adopted in these cases by a vote of 5—0:

Opinions and Orders were adopted in these cases by a vote of 4—1:
81—59, Carmi; 81-188, American Fly Ash. Mr. Goodman dissented in
both.

An Opinion and Order was adopted in #81—145, Carrollton, by a vote
of 4—1. Mr. Dumelle dissented.

A Final Order was adopted on R76-14, Forging Noise, by a vote
of 4—1, Mr. Dumelle dissented.

Proposed Rules, Second Notice was adopted in R81—11, Trihalomethanes,
by a vote of 5-0.

Programs, Docket B, by a vote of 5-0.

Motion to exclude additional evidence and to conclude hearing in
