2d 1344 (Second District, 1986) held
that "de novo" required the Board to
entertain facts not before the Agency

inits permt review In Gty of East
Mol i ne V. I1linois Envi r onnent al
Protection Agency, PCB 86-218

( Sept enber 8, 1988), t he Boar d
reevaluated the regulation and held
that "de novo" neant a "new and
fresh” look at the facts before the
Agency and a decision that did not
grant deference to the prior Agency

deci si on. The Boar d felt t hat
al | owi ng new information to be
i ntroduced, information that was not

before the Agency, would make this
Board the permt issuing entity in
II'linois in contravention of Section
39 (a) of the Environnmental Protection
Act (hereinafter "the Act"), and
Village of Hillside v. John Sexton
Sand & G avel Conpany, 105 ITIT. App.
3d 533, 434 N E 2d 382 (First
District, 1982).

The Board' s interpretation
appears to be at least partially at

The Board intends in R 90-8 to
correct this di scr epancy in
interpretation by proposing to anend
the regulatory |anguage to nore
clearly refl ect t he Board's
i ntentions.

This proposal flows from the

Act, allowing the Board to adopt
pr ocedur al rul es pursuant to the
Adm ni strative Procedures Act
(hereinafter " APA") . The Board

intends to follow the procedures of
Section 5.01 of the APA by allow ng
comment for at Ileast 45 days after
first notice publication in the
IlIlinois Register. Because of the
[imted scope of t he pr oposed
amendnents, the Board does not intend
to initiate hearings in this matter.

Interested persons are requested to

provide all comments in witten fornat
to the Cerk of the Board.

The Board's intention in this
proceeding is to nake the NPDES permt
appeal process function in the sane
manner as the appeal of all other
Agency issued permts. In those other
circunmstances the Board gives no
deference to the Agency's decision,
but neither does the Board allow a
hearing based on totally new factual
material not previously before the
Agency. The Boar d bel i eves
i npl enentation of this concept can be
acconplished in NPDES permt appeals
by including the [|anguage, "The
decision of the Board shall be based
exclusively on the record before the
