Respondents’ May 15, t980 Motion for Reconsideration
is qranted.

The Board Order of May 1, 1980 denyinq dismissal 01
Count I is supplenenLed as follows.

The last sentence of Paragraph 6 of the Order entered
May 1, 1980 is deleted. This sentence reads, “However, on
October 19, 1978 the Agency allegedly notified Respondents
that the Lransfers granted that August would he effective
upon the date the sale to Respondents took effect.”

The major material issues presented by Count I are
whether Edison had authority to sign as transferor and
whether Respondents had authority to sign as operators.
Status as a contract purchaser, if proven, is relevant
to these issues hut it is not dispositive.
