ORDEROF THE BOARD (byJ. Yi):

This mattercomesbeforetheBoardon aFebruary22, 1996amendedpetitionfiled by
OscarMayerFoodsCorporationfKraftFoods,Inc. Theamendedpetitioncuresthedefectsfound
bytheBoardasexplainedin its February1, 1996order.

Thismatteris acceptedfor hearing. Thehearingmustbescheduledandcompletedin a
timely manner,consistentwith Boardpracticesandtheapplicablestatutorydecisiondeadline,or
thedecisiondeadlineasextendedby awaiver(petitionermayfile awaiverofthestatutory
decisiondeadlinepursuantto 35 Ill. Adm. Code101.105). TheBoardwill assignahearingofficer
to conducthearingsconsistentwith this order,and theClerk oftheBoardshall promptly issue
appropriatedirectionsto that assignedhearingofficer.

Theassignedhearingofficershall inform theClerk oftheBoardofthetime andlocation
ofthehearingat least40 daysin advanceofhearingsothat publicnoticeofhearingmaybe
published.After hearing,thehearingofficer shall submitan exhibit list, a statementregarding
credibility ofwitnessesandall actualexhibits to theBoardwithin five daysofthehearing.Any
briefingscheduleshall providefor final filings asexpeditiouslyaspossibleand,in time-limited
cases,no laterthan30 daysprior to thedecisionduedate,which is thefinal regularlyscheduled
Board meetingdateonorbeforethestatutory or deferreddecisiondeadline.Absentany future
waiversofthedecisiondeadline,thestatutorydecisiondeadlineis nowJune21, 1996(120days
from February22, 1996); theBoardmeetingimmediatelyprecedingtheduedateis scheduledfor
June20, 1996.

If afterappropriateconsultationwith theparties,thepartiesfail to provideanacceptable
hearingdateorif afteran attemptthehearingofficer is unableto consultwith theparties,the
hearingofficer shallunilaterally setahearingdatein conformancewith thescheduleabove. The
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hearingofficerandthepartiesareencouragedto expeditethisproceedingasmuchaspossible.
TheBoard notesthatBoardrules(35 III. Adm. Codel05.102~requirethe Agencyto file the
entireAgencyrecordin this matterwithin 14 daysofnoticeofthepetition.
