On November 8, 1994, the Illinois Environmental Protection
Agency (Agency) filed a motion requesting waiver of application
of Section 28.5(g) of the Act.

(In_the Matter of: Clean Air Act Rulemaking Procedures
Pursuant to Section 28.5 of the Environmental Protection Act as
added by P.A. 87-1213, October 29, 1992.) Therefore, the Agency
will be able to testify as necessary.
