ORDER OF THE BOARD (by J, U. Dumelle)

The Board adopted a Proposed Rule/First Notice Order
in this matter on June 2~ 1983, and first notice was published
in Illinois Register #26~ vol. 7 on June 24, 1983. Comments
were filed by the Galesbury Sanitary District (GSD) on
September 15 and NoverRber 15, 1983, and by the Illinois
Environmental Protection ~\qency on November 1, 1983. Based
upon those comments, some charges were made to the proposed
rule.

The Section 304,2D7~e~ sespended solids limitations of
15 and 25 mg/i during the periods of June through February
and March through ~4ay~ ~espeot:±~iely, were modified to be made
applicable during the periods cf June through January and
February through May, reenec~teely. Section 304.207(b)(1)
was modified to clarify thc~u: Ihe CDt) was responsible only for
meeting the dissolved oxycleri standard of Section 302.206
downstreamof its discha.rc’e. Section 304.207(b)(2) which
prohibited sewer overf Ices eas modified to allow such overflows
where sewer back-ups would result. The compliance date of Section
304.207(b)(3) and (4) were changed from November 1, 1983 to
March 1, 1984, and the compliance date of Section 304.207(b)(5)
was changed from March 1, 1984 to November 1, 1984. Other changes
from first notice are editorial,
