Petitioner is ordered to supply such additional infor-
mation as may be required by the recent United States Supreme
Court decision, Train, Administrator, etc. vs. Natural
Resources Defense Council, et al (No. 73-1742) for the
grant of a variance beyond July 31, 1975. There should be
some statement, testimony or data in the record from which
the Board could determine whether the grant of a variance
would interfere with the attainment or maintenance of
national ambient air quality standards. The Board notes
that ambient air quality in the vicinity of the Pearl
facility was found to be within Federal ambient air quality
standards for particulates and SO, (PCB 72-441). However,
the Board will now need current and specific information
on that issue.

The additional information shall be submitted within
30 days of the date of this Order.
