AMMENDED COMPLAINT

1. We claimthat thenoise,andvibrationsgeneratedfrom thegraveloperationadjacent
to ourresidenceis an enormousnuisance.It hasseverelydisruptedtheenjoymentof
ourhomeand ourneighborshomesalike. We havewitnessedminor structural
damageto ourhome.We also feel theresalevalueofourhomehasbeennegatively
effected.Thepropertyemitting thenoiseis ownedby EastSideMaterialsL.L.C., and
operatedby Carri ScharfMaterialsCo. We allegetherespondentsarein violation of
Act 415 ILCS 5/24. Act 415 ILCS 5/25. 35111. Adm. Code900.101.35111.Adm. Code
900.102.35111. Adm. Code900.104.

2. We havebeendocumentingthenoisesincetheoperationstartedin July of2002. The
noisetypically awakensusbetween6:00-6:3Oamandlastsuntil 5:00-6:OOpmMonday
thru Friday.On Saturdayworktypically startsat 6:00amandlastsuntil 12:O0noon.
Sundaywork is not restricted,but we haverarelywitnessedanysubstantialnoises.

3. The noise is constantwith very few interruptions. At timeshouseholditemsrattle
in ourhomefrom thevibrations.We havedocumentednoisefrom thevarioustypes
ofequipmentusedin thegraveloperation.Examplesofthemostoffensivenoisesare:
Largewheel-loadersoperatingandloadingsemi-trucks,attimeswithin 50 feetofour
property.Track-typetractorsandlargeoff-road dumptrucksoperatingin close
proximity ofourproperty.Thegravelprocessingequipment{elevatedandsupported
by steelstructures)usedto separate,clean,andcrushtheaggregate,theclosestbeing
locatedapproximately300feetfrom ourbackdoor.



4. We feel it wasverypoorplanningandjudgementto placethemain operationof the
mining facility directlybehindourhome.We seekfull complianceto Illinois
PollutionControlBoardCode.We seeno suitablereliefexceptfor theexpedient

movingofthemainoperationto amoreremotelocation.
