Based on the information included in this submittal, it is our engineering judgment that the
proposed facilities may be considered “Pollution Control Facilities” under 35 IAC 125.200(a),
with the primary purpose of eliminating, preventing, or reducing air pollution, or as otherwise
provided in this section, and therefore eligible for tax certification from the lllinois Pollution
Control Board. The lllinois EPA therefore recommends that the Board issue the requested tax
certification for these facilities. '
