This Administrative Citation is issued pursuantto the authority vested in the Illinois

EnvironmentalProtectionAgencyby Section31.1 of theIllinois EnvironmentalProtectionAct, 415

ILCS 5/31.1 (2002).

FACTS

1. ThatU.S.ScrapandMetal (“Respondent”)is thepresentownerof a facility locatedat

1551 E. McBrideAvenue,MaconCounty,Decatur,Illinois. Thepropertyis commonlyknownto the

Illinois EnvironmentalProtectionAgencyasDecatur/Scrapand Metal.

2. That said facility is an open dump operatingwithout an Illinois Environmental

ProtectionAgencyOperatingPermitand is designatedwith SiteCodeNo. 1150150116.

3. ThatRespondenthasownedsaidfacility atall times pertinenthereto.

4. Thaton January13, 2004, Dustin Burgerof the Illinois EnvironmentalProtection

Agency’s ChampaignRegionalOffice inspectedthe above-describedfacility. A copy of his

inspectionreportsetting forth the resultsof said inspectionis attachedheretoand madea part

hereof.



VIOLATIONS

Basedupondirectobservationsmadeby Dustin Burgerduringthecourseofhis January13,

2004 inspectionof the above-namedfacility, the Illinois EnvironmentalProtectionAgency has

determinedthatRespondenthasviolatedthe Illinois EnvironmentafProtectionAct (hereinafter,the

“Act”) asfollows:

(1) That Respondentcausedor allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner

resulting in litter, a violation of Section 21(p)(1)of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/21(p)(1)

(2002).

CIVIL PENALTY

Pursuantto Section42(b)(4-5)of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/42(b)(4-5)(2002),Respondentis

subjectto a civil penaltyof One ThousandFive HundredDollars ($1,500.00)for eachof the

violationsidentifiedabove,for a totalof OneThousandFive Hundred($1,500.00).If Respondent

electsnot to petition theIllinois Pollution Control Board,thestatutorycivil penaltyspecifiedabove

shall bedueandpayableno laterthan March 31, 2004,unlessotherwiseprovidedby orderof the

Illinois Pollution Control Board.

If Respondentelectsto contestthisAdministrativeCitation bypetitioningthe Illinois Pollution

ControlBoardin accordancewith Section31.1 oftheAct, 415 ILCS 5/31.1(2002),andif the Illinois

Pollution ControlBoardissuesafinding of violationasallegedherein,afteranadjudicatoryhearing.

Respondentshall be assessedtheassociatedhearingcostsincurredbytheIllinois Environmental

ProtectionAgencyandtheIllinois Pollution Control Board. Thosehearingcostsshall be assessed

in addition to the OneThousandFive HundredDollar ($1,500.00)statutorycivil penaltyfor each

violation.

NarrativeInspectionReport

I conductedan opendumpre-inspectionattheabovereferencedfacility on January13,
2004. Theinspectionlastedfrom approximately11:20to 11:40A.M. This inspection
wasconductedto determinetheregulatorystatusandevaluatecompliancewith the
EnvironmentalProtectionAct (Act) andTitle 35 Illinois AdministrativeCode,SubtitleG:
LandPollution (Regulations).Theweatherwasovercastandwetwith temperaturesin the
lower40s. Eightphotosweretakenduringthevisit. I spokebriefly with the
administrativesecretaryduringmy visit.

ChampaignRegionreceivedacomplaintallegingU.S. ScrapandMetal haddumpedfuel,
oil, hydraulicfluids, paint, andliquid freononto theground. An inspectionon August
11, 2003foundhousehold-typewastedumpednearthesouthedgeof thescrapyard and
severalpilesofmaterialsthatdid not consistofmetalsuitablefor recycling. An ACWN
wassenton September18, 2003andwasreceivedon September22, 2003. TheACWN
set acompliancedateof October31, 2003to removeall wasteto apermittedfacility.

Thepropertyis an industrialscrapyardwith pilesof metalscatteredacrossthearea.
A largepile ofgeneralrefusewasnotedalongthe southboundaryoftheproperty. The
materialappearedto be generalhouseholdrefusethathadbeendumpedby alargetruck.
Mr. Artis, aU.S. Scrapemployyesaidduringmy previousvisit thewastewasnot from
thebusiness,but someonehaddumpedit usingasideaccessroad.Thepile wasstill
presentduring this inspection,anddid not look like it hadbeentouchedsincemy
previousvisit. Thepile is picturedin photos1 and2. I notedplasticgarbagebagsfull of
paper,plastic,foam,glass,andother,non-recyclablewastes.

Severalotherareasatthepropertyalsohadnon-metallicwastes.Photo3 showsapile of
plasticboxesbehindapile ofsawdust.Duringmypreviousvisit, I wastold thesawdust
containednails thatwereremovedfor recycling. I hadtold thepersonnelat thesitethat
removingthenails from thewoodscrapsis wastetreatment,andtheyshouldnot accept
wastesthathaveto be treatedbeforetheyarerecycled.I alsonotedseveralmattresses
(photo&) andapile ofmixed generalconstructionanddemolitiondebrison theeastside
oftheproperty. Theconstructiondebriswasamixed pile ofbricks,metal,andwood.



A checkofrecordsfoundthescrapyardhasanNPDES stormwaterpermit grantedin
1998.
