| am writing to ask the lllinois Pollution Control Board to uphold the Hlinois EPA’s denial of PDC's request for a Class 3 permit
modification (case PCB 2008-025). in its request, PDC claims to be a waste genarator and, as such, exampt from local siting
authority.
