10-29 People of the State of Illinois v. Waste Management of Illinois, Inc., a subsidiary
of Waste Management, Inc. — Upon receipt of a complaint accompanied by a proposed
stipulation and settlement agreement and an agreed motion to request relief from the
hearing requirement in this water enforcement action involving a Knox County facility,
the Board accepted the case and ordered publication of the required newspaper notice.

AC 10-5 County of Jackson v. Gary Clover — The Board accepted an administrative
citation against this Jackson County respondent.

R 10-10 In the Matter of: Reasonably Available Control Technology (RACT) for
Volatile Organic Material Emissions From Group Il Consumer & Commercial Products:

Proposed Amendments to 35 Il. Adm. Code 218 and 219 — The Board accepted for
hearing the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency’s October 23, 2009 proposal to
amend the Board’s air regulations under the fast track rulemaking procedures of Section
28.5 of the Act. The Board granted petitioner’s motion to waive specified copy
requirement. The Board authorized first-notice publication of the proposal without
comment on the proposal’s merits, and directed the hearing officer to set hearings under
the fast track timetable.
