REQUEST FOR NINETY DAY EXTENSION
OF APPEAIL PERIOD

NOW COMES the Respondent, the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (“Illinois
EPA”), by one of its attorneys, James G. Richardson, Assistant Counsel, and, pursuant to Section
40(a)(1) of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act (415 ILCS 5/40(a)(1)) and 35 Ill. Adm.
Code 105.208, hereby requests that the Illinois Pollution Control Board (“Board”) grant an
extension of the thirty-five (35) day period for kpetitioning for a hearing to March 9, 2010, or any
other date not more than a total of one hundred twenty-five (125) days from the date of receipt of
the Illinois EPA’s final decision. In support thereof, the Illinois EPA respectfully states as
follows:

1. On November 3, 2009, the Illinois EPA issued a final decision to the Petitioner.

2. On November 18, 2009, the Petitioner made a written request to the Illinois EPA
for an extension of time by which to file a petition for review, asking the Illinois EPA to join in
requesting that the Board extend the thirty-five day period for filing a petition by ninety days.

Upon information and belief the Petitioner did receive the final decision on November 4, 2009,

3. The additional time requested by the parties may eliminate the need for a hearing
in this matter or, in the alternative, allow the parties to identify issues and limit the scope of any
hearing that may be necessary to resolve this matter.

WHEREFORE, for the reasons stated above, the parties request that the Board, in the
interest of administrative and judicial economy, grant this request for a ninety-day extension of
the thirty-five day period for petitioning for a hearing.

The Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (lllinois EPA) has completed the review of
your application for payment from the Underground Storage Tank (UST) Fund for the
above-referenced Leaking UST incident pursuant to Section 5 7.8(a) of the Illinois
Environmental Protection Act (Act), as amended by Public Act 92-0554 on June 24,
2002, and 35 Illinois Administrative Code 734.Subpart F. This application for payment
is dated September 29, 2009 and was received by the Illinois EPA on October 1, 2009. It
covers the period from June 1, 2009 to September 18, 2009. The amount requested is
$21,171.45.

Citations in this attachment are from the Environmental Protection Act (Act), as amended by
Public Act 92-0554 on June 24, 2002, and 35 Tllinois Administrative Code (35 Ill. Adm. Code).

$15,303.56, deduction for costs incurred as a result of the destruction of, or damage to,
any equipment, fixtures, structures, utilities, or other items during corrective action
activities, except as otherwise provided in 35 Ill. Adm. Code 734.625(a)(16) or (17).
Such costs are ineligible for payment from the Fund pursuant to 35 1Il. Adm. Code
734.630(pp). In addition, such costs are not approved pursuant to Section 57.7(¢)(3) of
the Act because they are not site investigation or corrective action costs..

Based on information in the Illinois EPA’s possession, all costs associated with the one
10,000 gailon and two 6,000 gallon gasoline USTs listed as Tank 1, Tank 2 and Tank 3
will not be paid as the release from these USTs was the result of contractor error during
removal activities for the USTs . The following amounts were deducted from the
approved total:

$3,227.15 from Drilling and Monitoring Well Costs
$4,120.72 from Analytical Costs

$7,360.72 from Consulting Personnel Costs
$594.97 from Consultant’s Materials Costs

$1,590.48, deduction for costs that require an apportionment of costs pursuant to 35 I1l.
Adm. Code 734.640. Pursuant to Section 57.8(m) of the Act, the Illinois EPA may
apportion payment of costs for plans submitted under Section 57.70f the Act if:

a. The owner or operator was deemed eligible to access the Fund for payment of
corrective action costs for some, but not all, of the underground storage tanks
at the site; and

b. The owner or operator failed to justify all costs attributable to each
underground storage tank at the site.
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The Office of the State Fire Marshal Eli gibility and Deductibility letter for incident
#20090183 lists five eligible USTs:

Tank 1 10,000 gallon gasoline UST
Tank 2 6,000 gallon gasoline UST
Tank 3 6,000 gallon gasoline UST
Tank 5 550 gallon gasoline UST
Tank 6 300 gallon kerosene UST

The reimbursement claim states that the release was caused by these five USTs and
another 6,000 gallon gasoline UST which was removed on April 21, 20009, listed as Tank
7 by the Office of the State Fire Marshal. Costs associated with the USTs listed above as
Tank 1, Tank 2 and Tank 3 will not be paid by the Illinois EPA. Applicable costs were
apportioned at 66.67 percent, based on Tank 5, Tank 6 and the 6,000 gallon gasoline UST
not declafed eligible in the OSFM Eligibility and Deductibility Letter (Tank 7). The
following amounts were deducted from the approved total: '

a. $335.40 from Drilling and Monitoring Well Costs
b. $428.26 from Analytical Costs

c. $764.99 from Consulting Personnel Costs

d. $61.83 from Consultant’s Materials Costs

$32.00, deduction for site investigation or corrective action costs for copies that are not
reasonable as submitted. Such costs are ineli gible for payment from the Fund pursuant to
Section 57.7(c)(3) of the Act and 35 Ill. Adm. Code 734.630(dd).

The Consultant’s Materials Costs requested 400 copies for copies of the Stage 1 Site
Investigation Plan and Budget and the reimbursement package. Because the Stage 1 Site
Investigation Plan and Budget consists of the signed certification on the 45-Day Report,
no costs associated with the preparation of the Stage 1 Site Investigation Plan and Budget
will be approved for payment. The reimbursement claim is 34 pages in length. A total of
80 copies at $0.10 per copy were approved for a total cost of $8.00.

4. $880.60 was deducted from the requested handling charges. The application for payment
includes handling charges that are greater than those allowed pursuant to 35 Illinois
Administrative Code 734.635.

Appeal Rights

An underground storage tank owner or operator may appeal this final decision to the Illinois
Pollution Control Board pursuant to Sections 40 and 57.8(1) of the Act by filing a petition for a
hearing within 35 days after the date of issuance of the final decision. However, the 35-day
period may be extended for a period of time not to exceed 90 days by written notice from the
owner or operator and the Illinois EPA within the initial 35-day appeal period. If the owner or
operator wishes to receive a 90-day extension, a written request that includes a statement of the
date the final decision was received, along with a copy of this decision, must be sent to the
Illinois EPA as soon as possible.
