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ORDER OF THE BOARD (by G.T. Girard): 
 

On August 13, 2007, the County of Macon (Macon) timely filed an administrative 
citation against the original respondents to this action, Annette Topps (Topps) and Richard Jones 
(Jones).  The citation concerns a site located on Bender Road in Oakley Township, Macon 
County, and designated with Illinois Environmental Protection Agency Site Code No. 
1158125008.  The Board previously entered a default order against Topps.  For the reasons 
below, the Board grants Macon’s motion to voluntarily dismiss the administrative citation with 
respect to Jones.     

 
On September 6, 2007, Jones timely filed a petition to contest the citation.  The Board 

accepted Jones’ petition for hearing in an order of September 20, 2007.  Any petition from Topps 
was due by September 17, 2007.  Because Topps failed to file a petition, the Board, on October 
4, 2007, entered a default order against Topps.  See 35 Ill. Adm. Code 108.406 (“non-contested” 
citation).  In the October 4, 2007 order, the Board found that Topps violated Sections 21(p)(1), 
(p)(3), and (p)(7) of the Environmental Protection Act (415 ILCS 5/21(p)(1), (p)(3), (p)(7) 
(2006)) as alleged, and required Topps to pay the statutory civil penalty of $1,500 per violation 
for a total penalty of $4,500 by November 5, 2007.     

 
Over the next couple of years, Macon and Jones pursued settlement of the administrative 

citation, as reported by the parties at numerous status conference calls conducted by the hearing 
officer.  The case against Jones has not been to hearing.  On January 15, 2010, Macon filed a 
motion to voluntarily dismiss the citation as it concerns Jones (Mot.).  In the motion, Macon 
states as follows: 

 
1. That on January 4, 2010, a Memorandum of Judgment was recorded 

against Annette Topps, co-owner of the property that is the subject of this 
Administrative Citation, judgment rendered on February 29, 2008 for 
$4,500 plus costs of suit.   

 
2.    That the property that is the subject of this Administrative Citation had 

been cleaned up by the respondent Richard Jones.  Mot. at 1. 
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The Board grants Macon’s motion.  Accordingly, the Board dismisses Jones’ petition, 
dismisses the administrative citation with regard to Jones, and closes the docket.
