MOTION OF EXTENSION OF TIME IN WHICH TO FILE RESPONSE TO RESPONDENT
NORTH FORK PORK, LLC’S MOTION

NOW COMES Complainant, PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, and requests an
extension of time of 14 days in which to respond to Respondent North Fork Pork, LLC’s Motion
for Partial Dismissal and/or Strike or Sever Claims. In support of this motion, Complainant
states as follows:

1. On December 3, 2010, Respondent North Fork Pork, LLC filed a motion for
partial dismissal and/or strike or sever claims.

2. By Hearing Officer Order dated December 6, 2010, a deadline of December 20,
2010, was set for Complainant’s response.

3. Counsel for the Complainant currently is involved with several matters requiring

significant attention that are competing for time, and has been faced with several unexpected
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matters since Respondent filed its motion. Respondent’s motion concerns questions of law that
require a properly researched and developed response. Counsel for the Complainant requires
additional time to complete Complainant’s response.
