Primary Contact Recreation, Incidental Contact Recreation, Non-contact Recreation, and
Non Recreation. At second notice, the Board responded to comments from participants
by adding rules defining the recreational use designation, ‘“Primary Contact Recreation”,
to identify segments of the CAWS where full body contact recreation is attainable in the
foreseeable future. Primary Contact Recreation is intended to meet the CWA recreational
use goal of recreating on and in the water (swimmable). The Board adopted this use
based on comments received during the first notice period that drew the Board’s attention
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to evidence in the record demonstrating that the CW A recreational use goal was
attainable in specific segments.
