Thank you for your help with the Tax Certification. Below is answers to your questions. 

1) T'he perimeter drain is in place primarily to provide access to the perimeter ofthe structure to be able to 
sample and ensure there is no contaminants leaking into the ground water. Additionally the perimeter drain is 
in place to drain ground water away from the building to prevent problems/damage to the structure from 
pressure buildup. 
2) The drain is a 4" tile 
3) The purpose of the sampling port is to ensure there are no contaminants leaking from the structure into the 
groundwater. The sample port is sampling the water in the perimeter drain. 
4) The depth of the pit beneath the slatted floor is 8'. 
5) The pumpouts around the building are used to remove the stored manure annually to apply on 
cropland. There is a removable cover over each pumpout. Wben the cover is removed it allows access to the pit 
to install a temporary pump to pump the manure out of the pit to the designated cropland to be applied on. 
\\'hen the pumping process is complete the covers are replaced.
