violated Sections 21(a), 21(e), 21(p)(1), 21(p)(4), and 21(p)(7) of
the Act (415 ILCS 5/21(a), (e), (p)(1), (p)(4), (p)(7) (2012)). The
Board ordered respondents to pay a total civil penalty of $75,000,
and to cease and desist from further violations.

PCB 14-129 | Southern Illinois Power, Cooperative v. IEPA 4-0
(Land-Thermal Demonstration) — The Board issued an opinion Member Keenan
and order which corrected its November 20, 2014 opinion and voted present
order.

PCB 14-131 | Piasa Motor Fuels, Inc. v. IEPA 4-0

(UST-Permit Appeal) — The Board exercised its discretion under
Section 57.8(l) of the Environmental Protection Act and directed
the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency to reimburse
petitioner 43.75 percent of its requested legal fees and costs, or
$11,049.40, from the Underground Storage Tank Fund.

concerning a Madison County facility, the Board granted relief Member Keenan
from the hearing requirement of Section 31(c)(1) of the voted present
Environmental Protection Act (415 ILCS 5/31(c)(1) (2010)),
accepted a stipulation and settlement agreement, and ordered the
respondent to pay a total civil penalty of $20,000.00, and to cease
and desist from further violations.

(Public Water Supply-Enforcement) — In this public water supply Member Keenan
enforcement action concerning a Macoupin County facility, the voted present
Board granted relief from the hearing requirement of Section
31(c)(1) of the Environmental Protection Act (415 ILCS
5/31(c)(1) (2010)), accepted a stipulation and settlement
agreement, and ordered the respondent to pay a total civil penalty
of $2,000.00, and to cease and desist from further violations.

PCB 15-157 | Gary L. Polchow v. Village of Rankin 4-0
(Air, Water-Enforcement, Citizens) —The Board found that with Member Keenan
minor exceptions, the complaint was not duplicative or frvilous. voted present
The Board allowed the Village to file an answer to the complaint
by May 22, 2015.

(Air -Enforcement) — Upon receipt of a stipulation and proposed Member Keenan
settlement agreement and agreed motion to request relief from the voted present
hearing requirement in this land enforcement action involving a
Henry County facility, the Board ordered publication of the
required newspaper notice.
