(Water — Enforcement) — In this water enforcement action
concerning a DeKalb County facility, the Board granted relief
from the hearing requirement of Section 31(c)(1) of the
Environmental Protection Act (415 ILCS 5/31(c)(1) (2012)), as to
Cortland 1-88 only, accepted a stipulation and settlement
agreement, and ordered Cortland 1-88 to cease and desist from
further violations. Cortland 1-88, under the stipulation and
proposal for settlement, must establish and certify that it has
established ground cover at the Mission Oaks site.

The Clerk of the Board called the roll. All five Board Members answered present.
Introduction to RCRA Hazardous Waste Regulation — Mr. McGill Richard McGill,
provided a PowerPoint presentation to introduce attendees to Senior Attorney for
RCRA hazardous waste regulation, focusing on how to identify Research and Writing

“hazardous waste.” First, Mr. McGill briefly gave background
information on RCRA, including its history, its objectives, and the
manner in which Subtitle C regulations apply in Illinois. He then
concentrated the bulk of the seminar on the four basic steps to
determining whether a material is a hazardous waste: solid waste
(discarded); excluded; listed; and characteristic. Mr. McGill
concluded with a short discussion of case-by-case relief from
hazardous waste regulation. Throughout his presentation, he
highlighted recent USEPA amendments to the regulatory
definition of “solid waste.” A copy of Mr. McGill’s PowerPoint
presentation is available upon request. The Board took no action
on this matter.

Briefing on Proposed Board Budget — Ms. Griffin Kathy Griffin
updated attendees on the Board’s proposed budget for
FY2016.

devices—e.q., cell phones—for State business. She
clarified that such communications are not exempt
under FOIA, even if the device has been registered
under the State’s new “bring your own device”
(BYOD) policy. Chairman Keenan indicated that
additional information about FOIA and the use of State
and personal devices would be discussed at a future
Board meeting. The Board took no action on this
matter.




Use of Personal Devices — Mr. Wilson introduced Bill Wilson
attendees to the State’s new BYOD policy. He
indicated that he would provide Board Members and
staff with a link to a CMS video explaining the new
policy. The Board took no action on this matter.

Chicago Office Space — Chairman Keenan advised
that the Board is considering available options for new
office space, given the recent press release about the
intended sale of the Thompson Center. Chairman
Keenan also explained that the Board does not need the
full square footage it currently occupies and could save
substantial Board funds by moving to smaller offices.
The Board took no action on this matter.
