Code Part 811(C) (Land) — The
Board granted petitioner an adjusted standard, with conditions,
from groundwater requirements in the Board’s landfill
regulations.

IEPA v. Craig S. Walker and Walker & Sons Enterprises, Ltd. —
In response to a joint stipulation and proposed settlement
agreement in this administrative citation action involving a Fulton
County facility, the Board found that respondents had violated
Section 21(p)(1) of the Environmental Protection Act (415 ILCS
5/21(p)(1) (2014)) and ordered respondents to pay a civil penalty
of $1,500. The Board also granted the parties’ joint motion to
dismiss respondent’s petition for review. To effectuate the
parties’ intent that respondents pay a total civil penalty of $1,500,
the Board dismissed the alleged violations of Sections 21(p)(7)
and 55(k)(1) of the Environmental Protection Act (415 ILCS
5/21(p)(7) and 5/55(Kk)(1) (2014)).

(Water — Enforcement) — In this water enforcement action
concerning a Gallatin County facility, the Board granted relief
from the hearing requirement of Section 31(c)(1) of the
Environmental Protection Act (415 ILCS 5/31(c)(1) (2014)),
accepted a stipulation and settlement agreement, and ordered
respondent to pay a $5,400 civil penalty and to cease and desist
from further violations.
