MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME TO FILE ADMINISTRATIVE RECORD

NOW COMES the Respondent, ILLINOIS ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION
AGENCY, by and through its attorney, Special Assistant Attorney General Scott B. Sievers, and,
pursuant to 35 Ill. Adm. Code 105.116(a), for Respondent’s Motion for Extension of Time to
File Administrative Record states the following:

1. On February 16, 2017, this honorable Board ordered the Respondent to “file the entire
record of its determination by March 6, 2017, which is the first business day after the 30th day
after the date on which the Board received Moto’s petition.”

2. The process of compiling the administrative record requires use of Adobe Acrobat
Professional, to which only a select few Illinois EPA support employees in the Division of Legal
Counsel have access.

4. To allow for the additional time necessary for the administrative record to be properly
formatted, reviewed, and certified, the Respondent seeks a three (3) day extension of the time to
file the administrative record in this action.

WHEREFORE, the Respondent, ILLINOIS ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION
AGENCY, prays that the honorable Hearing Officer ALLOW the Respondent’s MOTION FOR
EXTENSION OF TIME TO FILE ADMINISTRATIVE RECORD and extend the time for the

Respondent to file the administrative record in this action by three (3) days.
