ORDER OF THE BOARD (by G.M. Keenan): 
 

On November 5, 2015, Illinois Power Generating Company (Newton Power Station) 
(petitioner) asked the Board to review a September 30, 2015 permit determination of the Illinois 
Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA).  IEPA issued a National Pollutant Discharge 
Elimination System (NPDES) permit with conditions for petitioner’s coal-fired electric 
generating plant located at 6725 500th Street in Newton, Jasper County.  On December 17, 2015, 
the Board stayed the effectiveness of the contested conditions pending final resolution of the 
appeal. 

 
On May 8, 2017, petitioner filed a motion for voluntary dismissal.  IEPA has issued a 

modified NPDES permit addressing the issues raised in the appeal.  The Board grants 
petitioner’s motion for voluntary dismissal, dismisses the appeal, and closes the docket.
