AMENDED HEARING OFFICER ORDER

A telephonic status conference was held on September 28, 2017. Complainant did not
appear due to a family emergency.

The telephonic status
conference must be initiated by the complainant, but each party is nonetheless responsible for its
own appearance. At the conference, the parties must be prepared to discuss the status of the
above-captioned matter and their readiness for hearing. If, however, respondent files a motion to
dismiss, the conference call will be cancelled without further notice.
