In the Matter of: SDWA Update, USEPA Amendments (July 1,
2016 through December 31, 2016) (Water) — The Board adopted
a final opinion and order in this “identical-in-substance”
rulemaking amending the Board’s drinking water standards.

The Board further found that the complaint is neither duplicative
nor frivolous and accepted it for hearing. Any answer to the
complaint is due on or before January 22, 2018.

civil penalty and to cease and desist from further violations.
