ADMINISTRATIVE CITATIONS

AC 18-13 IEPA v. Estate of Craig S. Walker and Walker & Sons
Enterprises, LTD (Land) — The Board granted the Agency’s
motion to dismiss the administrative citation against the Walker
Estate. The Board also found that respondent Walker & Sons had
violated Sections 21(p)(1) and 55(k)(1) of the Act (415 ILCS
5/21(p)(1) and 55(k)(1) (2016)). Because there were two
violations of Section 21(p), the Board ordered Walker & Sons to
pay a civil penalty of $3,000.
