Please provide additional information to justify that the
entire area indicated (651 ft x 71 ft.) has a primary purpose of pollution control or revise the application as
appropriate to request only the constructed features that have a primary purpose of pollution control, Please
also provide the sizes/dimensions and materials of the waste drainage structures that drain the farrowing barn
pits to the other large deep pits.

Lastly, please specify the depth, length and width dimensions of the pump-out pits on all structures that are
requested.
