ORDER OF THE BOARD (by C.K. Zalewski): 
 

On February 28, 2019, the Office of the Attorney General, on behalf of the People of the 
State of Illinois (People), filed a three-count complaint against One Earth Energy, LLC (OEE).  
The complaint concerns OEE’s ethanol and distiller’s grain production facility located at 202 
North Jordan Drive in Gibson City, Ford County.   

 
An enforcement proceeding commences by the service of a notice and the complaint.  35 

Ill. Adm. Code 103.204(a).  Service must be “by U.S. Mail with a recipient’s signature recorded, 
a third-party commercial carrier with a recipient’s signature recorded, or personal service.”  Id. 

 
The People’s complaint includes a service list, but no proof of service on OEE.  The 

People must file proof of service by April 18, 2019, or face dismissal of the complaint.
