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PCB 23-90 Jeet Singh d/b/a Aman Food & Gas v. Illinois Environmental 
Protection Agency (UST Appeal) – In an interim opinion and order, 
the Board reversed IEPA’s December 28, 2022 determination 
rejecting Singh’s August 29, 2022 budget amendment.  The Board 
therefore ordered IEPA to approve Singh’s budget of $21,350 for the 
six-inch replacement concrete engineered barrier.  The Board also 
direct Singh to file a statement of legal fees that may be eligible for 
reimbursement, as well as arguments why the Board should exercise 
its discretion to order reimbursement of legal fees from the UST 
Fund.
