An Opinion and Order was adopted in #88~196, Koppers Company, by
a vote of 7-0. J. Dumelle concurred, {(JIM)

Board Member J. Dumelle presented a draft Opinion and Order in

individual votes on the statutorily defined Criteria which were
recorded as follows: Board members J. Anderson, J. Marlin and J.

Anderson, J. Marlin, and J. Theodore Meyer voted not to uphold
the County on {riterion #5 and all Board Members voted to reverse
the County on Criterion #6. An Opinion and Order was then
adopted by a vote of 7-0.
