March 8, 1984 Chicago, Illinois

All Board members were present save Mr. Marlin who was ill.

Opinions and Orders were adopted in these cases by a vote of
6—0: ##79—210, Sours Grain; 83—167, Watts Trucking.

A second notice, Proposed Order was adopted in R80—22(B),
Winnetka 5021 by a vote of 5—0. Mr. Forcade abstained.

A final Opinion and Order was adopted in R81—12, Sauget/E.
St. Louis. by a vote of 6—0.

A final Opinion and Order was adopted in R81—20(B) Alter
native Control Strategies, by a vote of 6—0.
