Pursuant to leave granted in the Board's Order of
December 29, 1983, Thrall Car Manufacturing Company (Thrall)
filed a motion to reform its December 15, 1983 petition for
variance into a petition for review of the Illinois
Environmental Protection Agency's {(Agency) December 1, 1983
denial of a permit medification.
