Code734. Duringthecourseofthisrulemakingmanygoodcommentsandsuggestions

for improvingtheruleshavebeenprovided. After reviewingthehearingtranscriptsand

filed testimony,theIllinois EPAincorporatedthesecommentsandsuggestionsinto the

ruleswhereappropriateand,asaresult,proposesthefollowing changesto its proposal:

X. In responseto arequestfor clarificationon theapplicationofPart734 to

releasessubjectto PublicAct 92-0554 butreportedpriorto theeffectivedateofPart734,

theIllinois EPAproposesto amendSection734.100(a)by addingsubsections(a)(1) and

(2) asfollows. Thechangeswill allow ownersandoperatorswhoconductedworkprior

to theeffectivedateofPart734 to usethatwork in satisfyingtherequirementsofPart
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734, andallow costsapprovedin abudgetprior to theeffectivedateof thePartto be

reimbursedin accordancewith theapprovedbudget. Alteredwording,includingchanges

proposedin theIllinois EPA’s SecondErrataSheet,is highlightedin bold lettering.

a) This Partappliesto ownersor operatorsof anyundergroundstoragetank
systemusedto containpetroleumandfor which areleaseis reportedto
IEMA on orafter [effectivedateofrules] in accordancewith OSFM
regulations.It doesnot applyto ownersoroperatorsofsitesfor which the
OSFMdoesnotrequireareportto IEMA or for which theOSFMhas
issuedorintendsto issueacertificateofremovalorabandonmentpursuant
to Section57.5 oftheAct.

1) For releasesreported on or after June 24, 2002,but prior to
[effective dateof rules], and for ownersand operators electing
prior to [effective dateofrules] to proceedin accordancewith
Title XVI ofthe Act asamendedby P.A. 92-0554,the Agency
maydeemthat one or more requirementsofthis Part have
beensatisfied,basedupon activities conductedprior to
[effective dateof rules], eventhough the activities were not
conductedin strict accordancewith the requirements of this
Part. For example,an owner or operator that adequately
defined the extent ofon-sitecontamination prior to [effective
dateof rules] maybe deemedto havesatisfied Sections
734.210(h)and 734.315eventhough sampling was not
conductedin strict accordancewith thoseSections.

2) Costsincurred pursuant to a budgetapproved prior to
[effectivedateof rules] shall be reimbursed in accordancewith
the amounts approvedin the budgetand shall not besubjectto
the maximum payment amountssetforth in Subpart H of this
Part.

X. In responseto recommendationsto reducea “half-day” from five hours to

four hours andnot to limit the number ofhalf-daysthat canbe worked in one calendar

day, the Illinois EPA proposesto aniend thedefinition of“Half-day” in Sections732.103

and734.115to thefollowing. Alteredwordingis highlightedin bold lettering.

“Half-day” meansfour hours, or a fraction thereof, ofbillable work time.
Half-days shall bebasedupon the total number ofhours worked in one
calendarday. The total number of half-days per calendarday may exceed
two.
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X. To assisttheIllinois EPAin theobservanceandoversightof field

activities, theIllinois EPAproposesthefollowing newSections732.112and734.145so

theIllinois EPA canrequirenotificationofwhenandwherefield activities will be

conducted.Thetimeframesin the lastsentenceoftheSectionmirror thetimefrámesset

forth in SubpartB of eachPart,asamended.

Section732.112/734.145 NotificationofField Activities

TheAgencymayrequireownersandoperatorsto notif~’theAgencyof field
activitiesprior to thedatethe field activitiestakeplace. Thenoticeshall include
informationprescribedby theAgency,andmayinclude,but is notbe limited to, a
descriptionofthefield activities to be conducted,thepersonconductingthe
activities,andthedate,time, andplacetheactivitieswill beconducted.The
Agencymay,but is not requiredto, allownotificationbytelephone,facsimile,or
electronicmail. This Sectiondoesnot applyto activitiesconductedwithin 45
daysplus 14 daysafterinitial notificationto IEMA ofarelease,or to freeproduct
removalactivitiesconductedwithin 45 daysplus 14 daysaftertheconfirmationof
thepresenceoffreeproduct.

X. In responseto concernsregardingtheIllinois EPA’sadministrationofthe

LUST program,theIllinois EPAproposesthefollowing newSections732.114and

734.145.

Section732.114/734.145 LUST AdvisoryCommittee

OnceeachcalendarquartertheAgencyshallmeetwith aLUST Advisory
Committeeto discusstheAgency’simplementationofthisPart,providedthat the
Agencyor membersoftheCommitteeraiseoneormoreissuesfor discussion.
TheLUST AdvisoryCommitteeshallconsistof thefollowing individuals: one
memberdesignatedby theillinois PetroleumMarketersAssociation,onemember
designatedbytheIllinois PetroleumCouncil, onememberdesignatedbythe
AmericanConsultingEngineersCouncil ofIllinois, onememberdesignatedby
theIllinois SocietyofProfessionalEngineers,onememberdesignatedby the
Illinois ChapteroftheAmericanInstituteofProfessionalGeologists,onemember
designatedby theProfessionalsofIllinois for theProtectionoftheEnvironment,
onememberdesignatedbytheIllinois AssociationofEnvironmental
Laboratories,onememberdesignatedby theIllinois EnvironmentalRegulatory
Group,onememberdesignatedby theOffice oftheStateFire Marshal,andone
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memberdesignatedby theIllinois DepartmentofTransportation.Membersof the
LUST Advisory Committeeshallservewithoutcompensation.

X. In responseto concernsoverwhetherthe languageof theProfessional

Engineer/ProfessionalGeologistcertificationwould requireProfessionalEngineersto

certify to geologypracticesorProfessionalGeologiststo certify to engineeringpractices,

the Illinois EPAproposesto amendthecertificationlanguageofSections732.110(d)and

734.135(d)to the following to clarify thataprofessionalis requiredto certify only to the

standardsandpracticesofhis orherownprofession.Alteredwordingis highlightedin

bold lettering.

I certify underpenaltyof law that all activitiesthatarethesubjectofthisplan,
budget,orreportwereconductedundermy supervisionorwereconductedunder
thesupervisionof anotherLicensedProfessionalEngineerorLicensed
ProfessionalGeologistandreviewedby me;that thisplan,budget,orreportand
all attachmentswerepreparedundermy supervision;that,to thebestofmy
knowledgeandbelief, thework describedin theplan,budget,orreporthasbeen
completedin accordancewith theEnvironmentalProtectionAct [415 ILCS 5], 35
Ill.

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Section732.202(h)(l):

1) At aminimum, for eachUST that is removed,theowneror
operatorshallcollectandanalyzesoil samplesasfollows. The
Agencymayallow an alternate location for, or excusethe
collection of, one or more samplesif samplecollection in the
following locations is madeimpracticable by site-specific
circumstances.

Section 732.202(h)(2):

2) At a minimum, for eachUSTthat remainsin place, theowneror
operator shall collect and analyze soil samplesas follows. The
Agencymay allow an alternate location for, or excusethe
drilling of, one or more borings if drilling in thefollowing
locations is madeimpracticable by site-specificcircumstances.

Section734.210(h)(1):

1) At aminimum, for eachUST that is removed, the owneror
operator shall collectandanalyzesoil samplesas follows. The
Agencymayallow an alternate location for, or excusethe
collection of, one or more samplesif samplecollection in the
following locations is madeimpracticable by site-specific
circumstances.

Section734.210(h)(2):

2) At a minimum, for eachUST that remains in place,the owneror
operator shall collect and analyzesoil samplesas follows. The
Agencymayallow an alternate location for, or excusethe
drilling of, oneor more borings if drilling in thefollowing
locations is madeimpracticable by site-specificcircumstances.

X. In responseto commentsregarding the removaloffree product, the

Illinois EPA proposesto amend Sections732.203(a)and 734.215(a)to the following to

retainthephrase“to the maximum extentpracticable,” although in a different location for

easeofreading. The following languagealso includes thechangesto Sections

732.203(a)and 734.215(a)proposedin theIllinois EPA’s SecondErrataSheet. Altered

wordingis highlightedin bold lettering.
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Section732.203(a):

a) Underanycircumstancein whichconditionsat asite indicatethe
presenceof freeproduct,ownersoroperatorsshall remove,to the
maximumextentpracticable,freeproductexceedingone-eighth
ofan inch in depthasmeasuredin a groundwatermonitoring
well, orpresentasa sheenon groundwaterin thetankremoval
excavationoron surfacewater,to themaximumextentpracticable
while initiating orcontinuingany actionsrequiredpursuantto this
Partorotherapplicablelawsorregulations. In meetingthe
requirementsofthis Section,ownersoroperatorsshall:

Section734.215(a):

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X. To allow well surveyinformationoftheIllinois StateGeologicalSurvey,

theIllinois StateWaterSurvey,andtheIllinois DepartmentofPublicHealthto be

obtainedfrom sourcesotherthanthoseofficesdirectly, andto narrowthefocusof the

watersupplywell surveys,theAgencyproposesto amendSection732.300(b)(3)to the

following. The samechangesarebeingproposedto well surveylanguagethroughoutthe

rules. Alteredwordingis highlightedin bold lettering.

3) As partoftheremediationconductedundersubsection(b) ofthis Section,
ownersandoperatorsshallconductawatersupplywell surveyin
accordancewith this subsection(b)(3).

A) At aminimum,theowneroroperatorshall identify all potable
watersupplywells locatedatthesiteorwithin 200 feetofthesite,
all communitywatersupplywells locatedatthesiteorwithin
2,500feetofthesite,andall regulatedrechargeareasandwelihead
protectionareasin which thesiteis located. Actionstakento
identify thewells shall include,butnot be limited to, the
following:

i) ContactingtheAgency’sDivision ofPublicWaterSupplies
to identify communitywatersupplywells,regulated
rechargeareas,andwellheadprotectionareas;

ii) Usingcurrentinformationfrom theIllinois State
GeologicalSurvey,theIllinois StateWaterSurvey,andthe
Illinois DepartmentofPubliôHealth(or thecountyor local
healthdepartmentdelegatedby theIllinois Departmentof

C) TheAgencymayrequireadditional investigationofpotablewater
supplywells, regulatedrechargeareas,orweliheadprotection
areasif site-specificcircumstanceswarrant. Suchcircumstances
shallinclude,butnot belimited to, theexistenceofone ormore
parcelsofpropertywithin 200 feetofthecurrentormodeledextent
ofsoil or groundwatercontaminationexceedingtheTier 1
groundwateringestionexposurerouteremediationobjectives
of 35 III. Adm. Code742for theapplicableindicatorcontaminants
wherepotablewateris likely to beused,but that is notservedby a
public watersupplyora well identifiedpursuantto subsections

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D) ThemodeledextentofgroundwatercontaminationexceedingtheTier 1
groundwateringestionexposurerouteremediationobjectivesof 35 III.
Adm. Code 742 for theapplicableindicatorcontaminants.The
informationrequiredunderthis subsection(D) is not requiredto be shown

X. In responseto concernsabouttheprescriptivenatureofPart734’sStage1

site investigation,theIllinois EPAproposesto amendSection734.315(a)to the

following. Thefollowing languagereplacesall changesto Section734.315(a)proposed

in theIllinois EPA’s First andSecondErrataSheets.Alteredwordingis highlightedin

bold lettering.

a) TheStage1 site investigationshallconsistofthefollowing:

1) Soil investigation. -

A) Up to four borings shall be drilled around each
independentUST field where one or moreUST
excavationsamplescollectedpursuant to 734.210(h),
excluding backfill samples,exceedthe moststringent
Tier 1 remediation objectivesof 35 Ill. Adm. Code742
for the applicable indicator contaminants. One
additional boring shall be drilled as closeaspracticable
to eachUST field if a groundwater investigation is not
required under subsection(a)(2) ofthis Section. The
borings shall be advancedthrough theentire vertical
extentof contamination, basedupon field observations
and field screeningfor organicvapors,provided that
borings shall be drilled below thegroundwater table
only if site- specificconditionswarrant.

B) Up to two borings shall be drilled around eachUST
piping run where one or morepiping run samples
collectedpursuant to 734.210(h)exceedthe most
stringent Tier 1 remediation objectivesof35 IlL Adm.
Code742 for theapplicable indicator contaminants.
Oneadditional boring shall be drilled a closeas
practicable to each UST piping run if a groundwater
investigation is not required under subsection(a)(2) of
this Section. The borings shall be advancedthrough the

entireverticalextentof contamination,basedupon field
observationsandfield screeningfor organicvapors,
providedthat boringsshallbedrilled below the
groundwatertableonly if site-specificconditions
warrant.

C) Onesoil sampleshall be collectedfrom eachfive-foot
intervalof eachboringdrilled pursuantto subsections

(a)(l)(A) and (B) ofthis Section. Eachsampleshall be
collectedfrom thelocationwithin thefive-foot interval that
is themostcontaminatedasaresultof therelease. If an
areaofcontaminationcannotbe identifiedwithin a five-
foot interval,thesampleshallbecollectedfrom thecenter
of thefive-foot interval. All samplesshallbeanalyzedfor
theapplicableindicatorcontaminants.

2) Groundwaterinvestigation.

A) A groundwaterinvestigationis requiredunderthe
following circumstances: -

i) Thereis evidencethat groundwaterwells havebeen
impactedby thereleaseabovethemoststringent
Tier 1 remediationobjectivesof 35 III. Adm. Code
742 for theapplicableindicatorcontaminants;

ii) Freeproductthat mayimpactgroundwateris found
to needrecoveryin compliancewith Section
734.215 ofthis Part;or

iii) Thereis evidencethat contaminatedsoils maybeor
mayhavebeenin contactwith groundwater,except
that, if theowneroroperatorpumpstheexcavation
ortankcavitydry, properlydisposesof all
contaminatedwater,anddemonstratesto the
Agencythat no rechargeis evidentduring the24
hoursfollowing pumping,theowneroroperator
doesnothaveto completeagroundwater
investigation,unlesstheAgency’sreviewreveals
thatfurthergroundwaterinvestigationis necessary.

B) If agroundwaterinvestigationis required,theowneror
operatorshallinstall five groundwatermonitoringwells.
Onemonitoringwell shallbe installedin thelocatiOnwhere
groundwatercontaminationis mostlikely to bepresent.
Thefourremainingwellsshallbe installedat theproperty
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boundaryline or200 feetfrom theUST system,whichever
is less,in oppositedirectionsfrom eachother. Thewells
shall be installedin locationswheretheyaremostlikely to
detectgroundwatercontaminationresultingfrom the
releaseandprovideinformationregardingthegroundwater
gradientanddirectionofflow.

C) Onesoil sampleshallbe collectedfrom eachfive-foot
intervalof eachmonitoringwell installationboring
drilled pursuant to subsection(a)(2)(B) of this Section.
Each sampleshall be collectedfrom the locationwithin
the five-foot interval that is themost contaminatedas a
result ofthe release. If an area of contamination cannot
be identified within a five-foot interval, the sampleshall
be collectedfrom the centerofthe five-foot interval. All
soil samplesexhibiting signsof contamination shall be
analyzedfor the applicable indicator contaminants. For
borings that donot exhibit any signsof soil
contamination, samplesfrom thefollowing intervals
shall be analyzedfor the applicableindicator
contaminants,provided that the samplesshall not be
analyzedif other soil sampling conductedto date
indicatesthat soil contamination doesnot extend to the
location ofthe monitoring well installation boring:

i) The five-foot intervals intersectingthe elevations
ofsoil samplescollectedpursuantto Section
734.210(h),excludingbackfill samples,that
exceedthemoststringentTier 1 remediation
objectivesof35Ill. Adth. Code742 for the
applicableindicatorcontaminants.

ii) Thefive-foot intervalimmediatelyaboveeachfive-
foot interval identifiedin subsection(a)(2)(C)(i)of
this Section;and

iii) Thefive-foot interval immediatelybeloweachfive-
foot interval identifiedin subsection(a)(2)(C)(i)of
this Section.

D) Following the installation ofthegroundwater monitoring
wells, groundwater samplesshall be collectedfrom each
well andanalyzedfor theapplicableindicator
contaminants.
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E) As a part of the groundwater investigation an in-situ
hydraulic conductivity test shall be performed in the
first fully saturatedlayer below the water table. If
multiple water bearing units are encountered,an in-situ
hydraulic conductivity test shall be performed on each
such unit.

i) Wells usedfor hydraulic conductivity testing
shall be constructedin a mannerthat ensuresthe
most accurateresults.

ii) The screenmust be contained within the
saturated zone.

3) An initial water supply well surveyin accordancewith Section
734.445(a)ofthis Part.

X. As a part ofthe proposedchangesto watersupplywell surveyprovisions,

the Agencyproposesto amendSections732.404(e)(1)and(2) to thefollowing. Altered

wording is highlighted in bold lettering.

1) In addition to the potable water supplywells identified pursuant to Section
732.307(f)of this Part, the owneror operator shall extendthewater supply
well surveyif soil or groundwater contamination exceedingthe Tier 1
groundwater ingestion exposureroute remediation objectivesof35 Iii.
Adm. Code742 for the applicable indicator contaminants extendsbeyond.
thesite’s property boundary, or, aspartofa corrective action plan. the
owneror operator proposesto leavein placesoil or groundwater
contamination exceedingtheTier 1 groundwater ingestion exposure
route remediation objectivesof35 III. Adm. Code742 for the
applicable indicator contaminantsandcontamination exceedingsuch
objectivesis modeledto migrate beyondthe site’s property boundary. At
a minimum, the extendedwatersupplywell surveyshall identifythe
following:

A) All potable water supply wells locatedwithin 200 feet, andall
community water supply wells locatedwithin 2,500feet,ofthe
current or modeledextentof soil or groundwater contamination
exceedingtheTier 1 groundwater ingestion exposureroute
remediation objectivesof35 Iii. Adm. Code742for the
applicable indicator contaminants; and

This languageis thesameasoriginallyproposedin Sections732.865

and734.865,exceptthattheminimumtime betweenreviewsis changedfrom two years

to threeyears.
