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TheIllinois AssociationofWastewaterAgencies(IAWA), theproponentofthis
rulemaking,seeksto amendtheBoard’sruleestablishinggeneralusewaterqualitystandardsfor
dissolvedoxygen(35 Ill. Adm. Code302.206).After two publichearings,a seriesofstatus
conferencecalls,andastatusreportfiled by IAWA, thehearingofficer issuedan orderon
February1, 2005,requiringJAWA to file asecondstatusreportbyFebruary28, 2005. IAWA
timely filed its secondstatusreportonFebruary28, 2005. Below, thesecondstatusreportis
discussedandathird statusreportis ordered.

In thesecondstatusreport,IAWA statesthat sincethelaststatusconferencecall, which
tookplaceon December17, 2004,IAWA hasbeenin contactwith theIllinois Environinental
ProtectionAgency(IEPA), theIllinois DepartmentofNaturalResources(DNR), andother
stakeholdersandtherehavebeenon-goingdiscussionsoftechnicalissues.Thestatusreport
furtherprovidesthat anadditionalstakeholdermeetingwasheldonFebruary23, 2005, in IEPA’s F
Springfieldoffices. IAWA notesthatrepresentativesofvariousstakeholdersattendedthat
meeting,includingDNR, IEPA, IAWA, andcitizengroups.

IAWA statesthat attheFebruary23, 2005 stakeholdermeeting,DNR andIEPA
discussedtheirefforts “attrying to arriveatan agreeduponjoint statepositionto put forth at the
thirdhearingin thismatter.” 2d StatusReportat2. Accordingto thestatusreport, it wasagreed
thatDNIR andIEPAwouldcontinueto meetandwork on this positionandwould reportbackto
theotherstakeholderson theirprogressandtheneedfor anotherstakeholdermeetingto beheld
attheendofMarch 2005.

IAWA concludesthesecondstatusreportby askingthatthehearingofficer enteran order
requiringthatJAWA file an additionalstatusreportby March 31, 2005,whichwould include,if
appropriate,suggesteddatesfor athird public hearingin this rulemaking.IAWA mustfile a
third statusreportwith theClerkoftheBoardby March31, 2005. Thethird statusreportmust
provideaproceduralupdateon IAWA’s readinessfor athird hearing,which wouldbeheld in
Chicago. If practicable,the statusreportmustproposespecificdatesfor athird hearing,ideally
with theagreementofthoseparticipantsmostactivelyinvolvedin this rulemaking. Prefiled
testimonywill likely berequiredfor thethirdhearingandis generallydue21 daysbefore
hearing.Thehearingofficer anticipatesissuingan orderafterreceivingTAWA’s third status
report. The ordermayprovidenoticeofthethird hearingdate,time, andlocation,aswell asa
deadlineforprefiling testimony.
