OPEN DUMP INSPECTION NARRATIVE

This unpermitted open dump was reinspected on June 1, 2012, by Douglas Toole and Adrianna
Krzywicka of the Vermilion County Health Department. The weather was cloudy, dry, breezy
and about 65 degrees Fahrenheit. Three photos were taken of the site.

The site is located in Vermilion County, in the Humrick area of rural Ridge Farm, [linois.
Specifically, the site is east of the dead end of 2053 East Road in Humrick.

INSPECTORS FINDINGS

We arrived at the site at about at about 3:30 p.m. No one was present when we arrived, and no
one accompanied us during the inspection.

In the open area, I observed the same two piles of stacked tires that [ had observed during
previous inspections (photo 2), and the same derelict car that [ have observed previously (photo
1). Talso observed two jet-skis, a bathtub, dresser drawers, boards and other refuse that I had not
observed on the site previously (photo 3). There was no evidence of recent waste-burning,

We left the site at about 3:40 p.m.
On the Inspection Report Checklist for this reinspection, I estimated that there were 60 cubic
yards of waste associated with the fire on the site. No measurements were performed to arrive at

that estimation, only my observations at the time. The actual amount of waste on the site
associated with the fire may vary significantly from that estimation.
